REPORT ON PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY AT 118/139/140 ARTHUR GRIFFITH PARK, LUCAN

The attached report was considered at the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee Meeting on 16th May 2006.

It was proposed by Councillor F. McCarthy, seconded by Councillor D Keating and AGREED:
“That this Committee recommends to the Council that the public right of way at 118/139/140 ARTHUR GRIFFITH PARK, LUCAN, as shown coloured red on Drawing No. RE 0604 be extinguished.”
The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right of way is a reserved function of the Council.

If the Council agrees to the recommendation, the following resolution is required:

“South Dublin County Council in pursuance of its power under Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993 hereby orders that the public right of way at 118/139/140 ARTHUR GRIFFITH PARK, LUCAN, as shown coloured red on Drawing No. RE 0604 be extinguished.”

The following report was considered at the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee Meeting on the 21st February, 2006.

“An application has been received from Housing Maintenance and the residents of Arthur Griffith Park to formally extinguish the public right-of-way at 118/139/140 Arthur Griffith Park due to antisocial behaviour and to effect the closure by means lockable gates”.

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the  Echo on Thursday, 9th March, 2006 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was 25th April, 2006.

No submissions were received in response to the public advertisement/notice.
Bord Gais and Eircom have stated that they have no objections to the proposed extinguishment.

ESB have no objection provided that a lockable gate is affixed and access to the laneway is maintained.

NTL has no objections to the proposed extinguishment but request that they be contacted in advance of any works regarding the possibility of old network at this location.

Public Lighting Section and Water Section have no objections to the proposed extinguishment.

Drainage Section have indicated the presence of a foul sewer in the laneway, however, have no objection provided access is maintained.

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an oral hearing is a reserved function of the Council.

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.
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
