Report on Summer Projects 2006

Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period. Emphasis is placed on community involvement and the development of resources and groups within localities. A wide range of activities are encouraged such as arts & crafts, sports, educational trips, drama, films, games etc. The use of available community facilities (schools, community centres, halls, open spaces) is also encouraged.

South Dublin County Council assists Summer Projects in the County area by way of grant-aid, assistance in kind, organised activities and staff support. In 2006 it is estimated that approximately 10,000 young people in the Council’s administrative area will participate in projects.

County Dublin V.E.C have agreed o continue their financial support to Summer Projects for the year 2006. These grants will be complementary to the above resulting in co-ordination between the two authorities, ensuring there is added value from this approach. 

Catholic Youth Care provides insurance cover for Summer Projects.  

It should be noted that in some cases the necessary insurance cost will be deducted from the grant provided by South Dublin County Council and will be paid directly to Catholic Youth Care.

TEMPLEOGUE HOUSE – ARCHAEOLOGICAL FINDS  

It was proposed by Councillor S. Laing and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott 

"That the Manager give a report on the archaeological finds during the ongoing work outside Templeogue House and that he state how he intends to record same."

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was READ:


“Templeogue House and its site are a protected structure and a recorded monument. Works are under way at present to construct a new plaza in front of Templeogue House and to re-configure the existing car-park to facilitate the eventual re-use of Templeogue House as a community facility. In order to obtain the necessary licenses to excavate from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government, a series of trial holes were dug on the site last year, under the direction of a consultant Archaeologist.

As excavation of the site began, material of archaeological interest was discovered. To date these include 18th century landscape garden walls, part of the culvert of the former city watercourse, part of a dwelling house, a drainage ditch and a large cobbled forecourt of 18th century origin. The findings include two fine 18th century manholes with fine cut stone covers. These have been removed for safe keeping. This material is being examined and recorded by the consultant Archaeologist. The discovered material is evaluated by the Archaeologist in terms of its uniqueness in a national and regional context, its historical value and its condition. The Archaeologist decides whether the material should be retained in–situ, moved off site for safe-keeping or if it can be disposed of after it has been recorded. Any material of special interest must be handed over to the National Museum for safe-keeping.

Although the Archaeologist has decided that none of the material found to date needs to be retained in situ, the Council has decided to retain and salvage as much as possible, in the interests of local history. To this end, the culverted city watercourse will be retained in-situ under the new plaza, the cobbles salvaged and re-used on the surface of the plaza and the stone artefacts mentioned above retained for later exhibition. The landscaped garden walls will not be disturbed and will be retained in situ under the new car-park. It is envisaged that some of these retained structures will be identified on the new plaza by inset paving or other suitable markers. 

The excavation of the site and the Archaeologist’s work is ongoing. Therefore the archaeological report is as yet incomplete and the Members will updated as work continues.”

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was READ:

“The Council’s efforts some years ago to have the outbuildings at Rathfarnham Castle developed as part of a commercial arrangement by a private sector company, did not succeed.

Consequently a claim in the sum of Ir£ 269,668(€ 342,407.72) was made against the Council by the Company. This claim is in respect of the sum of money allegedly expended by the Company in relation to their proposals for developing the outbuildings.

The outbuildings are designated as part of the National Monuments site at Rathfarnham Castle.

Following an on site briefing with the Minister with responsibility for the Office of Public Works a meeting was held with the Office of Public Works to explore options for the future use of these buildings which would be a guide in determining the extent of conservation measures that would be required for their restoration. 

The Office of Public Works have now indicated that they propose to carry out remedial/ refurbishment works on the Castle itself and have also indicated that they would be favourably disposed to incorporating some of the Council’s proposals in relation to the outbuildings.

Discussions are ongoing in this regard and the members will be kept informed of progress in the matter.”

JUNK COLLECTION SCHEDULE 2006 

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was READ.

“Report on Junk Collection Schedule 2006.

The attached schedule shows a list of areas which will get a Junk Collection in the current year.  The schedule includes 5,395 houses in Terenure / Rathfarnham Committee Area from a total to be included across the County of 24,406. Following the examination by the Environment SPC of the issue of annual junk collections to RAPID areas it was agreed  by the SPC that this service would be delivered once every two years to those areas.  This has resulted in 4,679 houses in RAPID areas being included on the 2006 schedule. The change in frequency of service to the RAPID areas should facilitate for the foreseeable future the delivery of the junk collection service to other areas on a ‘once in five years’ rota. The estimated cost of providing the full service in 2006 is close to €500,000.  

The junk collection service is due to be provided earlier in the year than on recent occasions, commencing early in July and due to complete around mid October. Householders will receive advance individual notification.

"That the meeting discuss, with the aid of a detailed report from the Manager, plans for the renovation of Pearse Brothers Park flats and the implications for residents."

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Pearse Brothers Park , which was constructed in 1957, consists of 19 tenanted units - 18 maisonettes and 1 house. The estate is in need of significant upgrading works and is included in the planned extension of the Remedial Works Scheme. 

The estate was also included under the Accelerated Gas Fired Central Heating Programme and installations there were completed in 2005. 

Pearse Brothers Park was electrically upgraded approximately 15 years ago, and is not included in the current programme. However, mains smoke alarms and heat detectors will be installed in 2006 under the Mains Smoke Alarm Programme which has now begun. An external Painting Programme was completed at Pearse Brothers Park in 2004. 

The Council’s Architectural Services Department have recommended that Pearse Brothers Park estate be included in a refurbishment programme in the next two to three years, and a feasibility study and cost estimate will be undertaken in 2006. 

In addition to the foregoing upgrading works which are planned for these estates to bring them up to the common quality standard of other Council tenanted properties, the Council has an objective to implement an estate-wide plan for the area as an integral element of its 2004-2008 Housing Action Plan. The preliminary stage, which is underway, involves land acquisition. Discussions with the relevant land owners has commenced.”

Following contributions from Councillors T. McDermott and C. Keane, Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
