“That the Manager examine the species of trees planted in Greenhills Estate, many of which have been planted in close proximity to ESB power lines and have been pruned to accommodate the power lines, and to the road especially on the bus routes and to state, whether over time these trees could be replaced with more suitable species to present a more uniformed appearance and improve the visual impact."                                             
REPORT:

An examination of trees pruned by the ESB in the Greenhills estate is currently ongoing with a view to further pruning work being undertaken by the Parks Department to restore a more uniformed appearance to the trees.  It is considered undesirable to remove all of the affected trees and replace them as the maturity of many of the existing trees contributes to the amenity character of the area.
