UPDATE ON TALLAGHT STADIUM

QUESTION: Councillor C. King

"To ask the Manager, to (A) report on progress made in relation to the Tallaght Stadium in terms of securing tenders etc, (B) what is the estimated timeframe for the re-commencement of works on site, (C) what is the estimated completion date being worked towards at present and (D) are recent actions taken by the local G.A.A. through the courts having a negative impact on the further progression of the Stadium and can the Manager make a statement on the matter?" 



REPLY:

As the Councillor will be aware, the Council considers the most appropriate and most economical route to recommence works on the stadium is to utilise the original contractor engaged on the scheme, who is still in possession of the site. Detailed negotiations have been conducted with the contractor and design team and substantial agreement has been reached on the clarification of works necessary to complete the stadium i.e. partially built stand and adjoining functional facilities and main pitch and car-parking. It had been hoped work would be commenced as soon as possible following the decision of the Council on 13/2/2006 to proceed with the development as originally proposed and the duration of the works was estimated at nine months.  However, no further progress can be made on negotiations with the contractor until the outcome of the judicial review.
An application to the High Court by Cumann Tomás Daibhis for leave to seek a judicial review of the Council’s decision under the Part 8 public consultation process was served on the Council on 7/4/ 2006 and was listed for hearing on 8/5/2006. Shamrock Rovers F.C. has requested the court to be allowed to be joined as a notice party for the proceedings. The hearing of the application was adjourned for a further three weeks with liberty to the Council to file a reply and Shamrock Rovers F.C. to file a motion to be joined as a notice party.
Pending the outcome of the judicial review application, the Council is not in a position to progress the matter further.

Preliminary discussions have also been held in regard to the provision of a permanent facility in the County and should these discussions reach a practicable proposal stage a report will be brought to the members."

N81 UPGRADING 

QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

REPLY:
The N81 is a National Secondary route and is therefore the responsibility of the National Roads Authority (NRA) to provide funding to upgrade and improve this road.  The Council, with the agreement of the NRA, appointed a consulting engineer in July 2000 as part of a multi-frame work contract to prepare an EIS and necessary CPO for the scheme. Following a long consultation and design period a draft EIS and draft CPO was prepared in late 2001. The NRA for reasons of funding and programme did not allow the Council to proceed to publication and oral hearing and the scheme was parked at that time. The improvement of the N81 is part of Transport 21 and despite repeated requests the NRA have not provide the necessary finance to progress the scheme.

SCHOOL SURVEY
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

"Schools Traffic Management Issues – TALLAGHT ACM Area

Background

The 2004 Road Traffic Act enables the Local authority to specify speed limits for various roads in the County. To-date the Council has carried out an overall review of speed limits and by adopting the appropriate Bye-Law introduced the current speed limits. The above Act also enables the Local Authority to introduce a 30 kph limit in certain locations, namely schools. In association with this, at the March 2006 Area Committee Meeting it was agreed to prioritise 2 schools in each electoral area for use as initial schemes under the Schools Survey heading. The schools for the Tallaght area are as follows:

(a) Firhouse/Ballycragh

· Ballycragh (Holy Rosary National School)

· Firhouse Community College

(b)Knockmore

· Cnoc Mhurie Junior School

· Cnoc Mhurie Senior School

· Scoil Chaitlin Maude Gaelscoil

(c) Each of the above has now been surveyed and assessed separately.

General

In recent years the Council has provided a range of traffic regulatory measures at various school locations. These include yellow lines, zig-zag lines, school ahead and children crossing signs. In general there is a school warden service at the majority of national and some secondary schools. Any further measures identified will complement the existing position.

Firhouse/Ballycragh
(1) Location:        

The linked documents identify the location of the two number schools. 

(2)Survey Details: 

(a) The results of the survey for each school are shown on traffic management data sheets (see links)  photos of problems associated with traffic congestion at school drop off/pick up times are also enclosed.

The speed of motorists was not an issue. However further regulatory requirements were identified as detailed hereunder.

(3)Problems Identified 

· Very heavy traffic volumes along Killininny Road and Parklands Road area 

· Difficulty being experienced by large numbers of children crossing from Parklands to access Firhouse Community College 

· Major congestion on Firhouse Road at drop off time, pupils crossing between slow moving/stopped vehicles-in fact anywhere except with the school warden near the school entrance 

· Footpath on north side of Firhouse Road substandard width and many students walking on the road 

Preliminary Consultation.

Representations have been made on behalf of the Firhouse and Bohernabreena Community Services Network. They identified the following matters as cause of concern

· Lack of pedestrian crossing facilities/school warden 

· HGV parking obscuring sight lines on Parklands Road opposite the shopping centre 

· Lack of warning signs 

· Speed of traffic in the vicinity of the schools 

(4) Draft Recommendations 

· The installation of pedestrian signals on Killininny Road at the junction of Parklands Road 

· Vehicular entrance/exit restricted to cars only at Holy Rosary School 

· The installation of warning signage on Killininny Road 

· The installation of double yellow lines on Parklands Road in the vicinity of the Shopping Centre. 

· Investigate the need for a school warden to facility children crossing between Holy Rosary N.S. and Ballycragh Park. 

· Consultation with Road Design Section re: Firhouse Road upgrade in the vicinity of Firhouse Community College in relation to road safety.

"Each year the Council would normally provide the necessary staffing resources and meet the associated costs of carrying out an annual review of the Register of Electors.  As regards this year’s review, however, it is understood that proposals with regard to additional resources and the methodology of the review are pending from the Minister for Environment, Heritage and Local Government.  Additional staffing and financial resources would, most likely, significantly improve the accuracy and completeness of the Register of Electors."
Mr. G. Keogh, Senior Executive Officer, summarised the report.  Following discussion to which Councillors C. King, C. Jones, M. Daly, J. Daly, J. Neville contributed, the report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a Headed Item would issue to the September Tallaght Area Committee Meeting dealing with Corporate Services Business.

ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

"To ask the Manager to indicate why enforcement proceedings have not gone ahead in the case of a property at *details supplied and to state how after almost a year has passed since I first reported this no correspondence has been served on the owner of the property.  In addition to outline in precise detail how the Manager is going to proceed in this case?"

REPLY
Planning Enforcement received a complaint in February 2005 in relation to the above lands.  Following an inspection of the lands by the Planning Inspector, and receipt of land ownership details from Land Registry, an Enforcement Notice dated 12th May 2005, pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 was served on the owner of the lands.  The Enforcement Notice required

1.   The cessation of use of lands for storage of caravans/mobile homes/motorised camper vans and their uses as places of residence

2.   The cessation of the use of the land for the storage of materials and 

      motor vehicles used in the construction/maintenance of buildings

Following a further inspection of the lands by the Planning Inspector, a Warning Letter dated 4th August 2005, pursuant to Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 was sent by Registered Post.  This letter required that within a period of 4 weeks from the date of the letter that (i) the unauthorised us of the lands for the storage of caravans/ mobile homes and motorised campervans cease, (ii) the cessation of the use of the lands for the storage of motor vehicles/ vans used in the construction industry and (iii) the cessation of the use of the lands for the storage/ distribution of building materials or any commercial use.

The Warning Letter also advised that failure to comply with the requirements of the letter would leave the Council with no option  but to apply to the Dublin Circuit Court seeking a Planning Injunction under Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 seeking the cessation of all unauthorised development on the lands.

However, this Warning Letter was returned to Planning Enforcement and was undelivered by An Post.

In order that proceedings may be initiated in this matter, it is essential that the Council can provide evidence of service of the Warning Letter on the land owner.  Accordingly, a summons server was engaged to serve the Warning Letter on the land owner by hand.  However, following several attempts by the summons server to serve the Warning Letter, the summons server reported that he was unable to effect service of the letter.

Tallaght Gardai were contacted and their assistance was requested in relation to this matter.  In this regard, a Warning Letter dated 15th May 2006 pursuant to Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 was successfully served with the co-operation of the Gardai.  The Warning Letter requires that within 4 weeks of the date of the letter that (i) The use of the lands for the storage of caravans/ mobile homes and motorised campervans cease.  (ii) The use of the lands for the storage of motor vehicles/ vans used in the construction industry cease (iii) The use of the lands for the storage/ distribution of building materials and commercial use cease.

Failure to comply with the above requirements will leave the Council with no option but to apply to the Courts seeking a Planning Injunction under Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 citing the registered land owner and seeking a cessation of all unauthorised developments on the lands.

QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager to have arranged a study of the parking layout as approved in Planning Permission SD02A/0284 and can the Manager outline what if any priority can be given to residents of the new development who naturally wish to park their vehicles in the adjacent parking bays and will the Manager make a statement on the issues raised within this question?"

REPLY:

Reg. Ref: SD02A/0284 refers.

An application for planning permission was received on 01-11-2002 from the applicant Maplewood Developments Ltd., 222-224 Harolds Cross Road, Dublin 6w for a proposed residential development consisting of 23 no 2 bed bungalows and 20 no semi detached and terraced 3 bed, 2 storey house and associated parking, open spaces and site development works on site at a site of circa. 3.16 acres located south of Maplewood Drive and North of Tallaght, By-pass with access from Maplewood Av. Maplewood, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

A Roads Department report on the application stated that the proposed development was satisfactory except in relation to the set-back of the proposed dwellings from the Tallaght by-pass. 

A decision to grant permission subject to conditions was made on 28-11-2002.

An appeal was subsequently lodged against the decision of South Dublin County Council by a 3rd party. On 23-06-2003, An Bord Pleannala granted permission for the development subject to conditions.

On foot of this decision, the permitted car –parking provision involves 68 spaces at a ratio of 1.7 per permitted dwelling, as the developer was required to omit three dwellings by the decision of An Bord Pleannala.

In relation to car-parking, An Bord Pleannala addressed the issue of car-parking and the report of the Senior Planning Inspector stated the following in respect of the proposed car-parking provision;

“I note that the submitted layout provides for a total of 68 car parking spaces to serve the proposed dwelling. Site development standards as set out in the current Development Plan specify an off-street car parking provision of 1-2 spaces per dwelling (depending upon design) Having regard to the design and mix of house type proposed – I consider that it is reasonable to assume that many of the residents of the proposed dwellings will not be multiple car owners. In these circumstances, I consider that the proposed level of off street car parking provision is adequate to cater for the resident and visitor car parking requirements of the proposed development.”

The provision of parking at this development was deemed to be satisfactory by An Bord Pleannala on the basis of the assumption that many of the residents of the proposed dwellings will not be multiple car owners.

Following a 3rd party appeal, An Bord Pleannala granted permission on 24/02/2004 for an apartment building of 3 to 4 storeys over basement car parking containing 58 no. spaces. Consisting of 41 no. apartments (comprising of 17 no. 1 beds and 17 no. 2 beds and 7 no. 3 beds), 1 no. temporary advertising board, ancillary accommodation, landscaping and associated site works at Site 3B, Greenhills Road/Main Street, Tallaght Village, Dublin 24.

The following conditions in respect of landscaping were included in the decision of An Bord Pleannala;

No: 2
Prior to commencement of development, a detailed landscaping scheme shall be submitted to the planning authority for written agreement. This scheme shall include a variety of hard and soft landscaping utilising high quality materials and planting. The scheme shall include a layout drawing and cross sections with related detail. The site shall be landscaped in accordance with the agreed scheme, which shall also include a timescale for implementation.

Conditions in relation to development levies were as follows;

No: 15
Prior to the commencement of development, a financial contribution in the sum of €30,940 be paid by the developer to the planning authority towards the cost of the provision of public services in the area of the proposed development and which facilitate this development.

No: 16
Prior to the commencement of development, a financial contribution in the sum of €162,500 be paid by the developer to the planning authority towards the cost of road improvements and traffic management in the area of the proposed development and which facilitate this development.

No: 17
Prior to the commencement of development, a financial contribution in the sum of €30,940 be paid by the developer to the planning authority towards the cost of the development and improvement of public open space in the area of the proposed development and which facilitate this development.

No: 18
Prior to the commencement of development, a financial contribution in the sum of €24,375 be paid by the developer to the planning authority towards the cost of the Water Supply Enhancement and Extension Scheme development and improvement of public open space in the area of the proposed development and which facilitate this development.

No: 19
Prior to the commencement of development, a financial contribution in the sum of €57,275 be paid by the developer to the planning authority towards the cost of the Dodder Valley Foul Sewer Improvement Scheme which serves the development.

An application in respect of compliance with Condition No. 2 has been received in the Planning Department and referred to the Parks Department for their consideration. The Parks Department have indicated that the submitted details are incomplete and do not comply with the requirements of condition No. 2.

The applicant has been informed to submit a comprehensive revised application in order to enable the Council to determine if the applicant can comply with the Condition in respect of land-scaping.

The development contributions as required under conditions 15 – 19 inclusive of this permission have been discharged in full.

REPLY:

Reg. Ref:  SD03A/0633 refers.
Following an appeal to An Bord Pleannala by the applicants, Stephen Murphy & Tom Murphy, and third parties, permission was granted on 15/11/2004 for a proposed development involving;

(1) The construction of three blocks, consisting of retail units at ground floor to the Tallaght Road and New Greenhills Road with apartments above. Block 1 is two storeys over retail with a set back penthouse storey to the Tallaght Rd. Block 2 and Block 3 are five storeys with a set back penthouse storey to the Tallaght Bypass, all over a 7,977sq. m 280 space basement car park, divided for residential and commercial use parking, with storage and delivery areas. 

(2) Block 1 consists of 6 no. retail units providing a total retail area of 1,480sq. m. with 5 no. surface level car spaces and associated retail signage of 135sq. m. Unit 5 will have a 399sq.m. car display area at basement level fronting onto the Tallaght Bypass. Block 1 allows emergency vehicle access and a crèche set down parking area providing 8 no. parking spaces off the Tallaght Rd. Block 1 also includes a 260sq.m. crèche with play area and 21 no. 1 bedroom, 49 no.2 bedroom and 7 no. 3 bedroom apartments. 

(3) Block two consists of 309sq. m. restaurant at ground floor and 33 no.1 bedroom and 29 no. 2 bedroom apartments. 

(4) Block 3 consists of 37 no.1 bedroom and 34 no. 2 bedroom apartments. Total number of apartments 210, 15% of which shall be put forward as social/affordable housing. 

(5) The construction of internal circular landscape courtyard within the enclosed area of the Blocks and a landscape boulevard to the Tallaght Bypass and New Greenhills Road. 

(6) Provision of a new children's playhall of 82sq. m. at ground level between blocks 1 and 2. (7) Vehicular access to the basement carpark off the Tallaght Road. 

(8) A ground level ESB Substation, site and ancillary and landscaping works. 

(9) The applicant now includes for the replacement of the existing pedestrian Bridge linking the site across the N81 to the residential area to the South. Total site area c.1 Hectare.

The replacement of the existing pedestrian bridge is therefore a requirement of the grant of permission in this case.

On January 13th 2006, the applicant submitted an application for compliance with An Bord Pleannala decision Ref: PL 06S.206768, Condition No. 2, which was as follows;

Prior to commencement of development, the developer shall agree in writing with the planning authority, precise details relating to the replacement of the N81 pedestrian bridge insofar as it relates to the southern side of the carriageway.  These details shall include proposals for provision of C.C.T.V. monitoring equipment and transmission system to be installed on the bridge at the developer’s expense together with any necessary detailed redesign of the southern portion of the bridge to counter incidents of anti-social behaviour in this area.

In their submission the applicant has undertaken to ensure that a CCTV mast monitoring and transmission system will be incorporated into the bridge construction works.

The developer has also submitted details of the design of the bridge to the Council and these have been deemed to be unacceptable. Amended designs were to be submitted to the Council on or before May 12th and as of yet have not been received. This matter is being pursued.

Condition No 3. of the decision of An Bord Pleannala stated the following;

Prior to commencement of development, the developer shall receive the written agreement of the planning authority to a detailed phasing programme for the development with particular reference to the replacement of the N81 pedestrian bridge.

These details have not been received but the construction of the new bridge is likely to involve the temporary closure of the existing bridge. However the details of this matter have yet to be fully agreed. 

In order to expedite this issue and ensure that the developer complies with condition no 3., enforcement proceedings are being initiated.

SAGGART-RATHCOOLE PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT ISSUES AND THE ADVANCEMENT OF COUNCIL’S OBJECTIVE TO SECURE AN EXTENSION OF THE LUAS LINE TO SERVE SAGGART.
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
"The Council has been considering the proper planning and sustainable development of the general Saggart/Rathcoole area over the last year or thereabouts, and has identified a number of deficiencies and areas of concern such as:-

(1)
Deficiency in the road and transportation facilities resulting in increasing congestion at peak times manifested by increased travel times and vehicle numbers and consequential risks to personal and public safety.

(2)
Limitation in availability of new housing commencements.

(3)
Deficiency in community, educational and recreational facilities.

(4)
Limitations in water and drainage facilities.

In order to overcome these and to improve the quality of life for the local communities, a range of measures have been identified:-

1) The need to advance and promote to reality the objective in the County Development Plan to bring a branch line of the LUAS system from Cookstown to Garter Lane, Saggart.

2) The need to relieve the central village streets of Saggart and Rathcoole by diverting traffic out of these areas by means of a relief road system linking with Fitzmaurice Road and the existing Saggart/Rathcoole interchange on the N7.  A recent survey shows that there are currently in excess of 10,000 vehicles per day passing through each of the village centres.

3) The completion of the Fortunestown distributor road system in accordance with the County Development Plan objective.

4) The provision of limited amounts of lands for residential (at appropriate densities), school, community purposes, parking and football pitch at the junction of Garter Lane/Fortunestown Lane and also south of Saggart (Boherboy) as per the table below and indicated on the attached map. 

	Areas for change of use

Area B = 25 acres (incl. Area B1 = 3 acres) - residential

Area C = 3 acres – all weather pitch

Area D = 5 acres – school site

Area E = 2 acres – community building 

Area F = 3 acres – park and ride facility 

Area G = 2.4 acres – residential 

Area H = 5.5 acres – low-density residential 

Area J = 15.8 acres – medium density residential 

TOTAL – 62 ACRES APPROX 




5) The current Housing Strategy is contained in the County Development Plan 2004-2010.  It is estimated that over the period of the Strategy (2004-2010) there should be an average output of 3,067 residential units per annum.  In 2005 the output in the County has been some 600 units below target.

6) The provision of a Park and Ride facility at no cost to the Council in the Fortunestown Lane/Garter Lane general area to encourage usage of the LUAS and other facilities.

7) The reservation of a primary school site in this vicinity to be transferred to the Department of Education when required.

8) The provision of full size all-weather floodlit pitch and changing facilities together with a significant community building to facilitate indoor uses such as recreational active leisure/dry sports/community facilities at no cost the Council and to be transferred to the Council when constructed.

9) The procurement of the Boherboy Water Storage facility and new watermain network in respect of which sanction to go to tender has now been received by the Council from DEHLG.
10) The transfer to the Council by way of taking-in-charge the drainage network in the general Citywest area.

The attainment of these integrated measures as a package which are being advanced in the interests of the common good of the local communities and based on the achievement of the LUAS to Saggart, will be subject, of course, to the statutory procedures necessary and to the completion of existing statutory procedures already initiated in relation to the relief road proposals and all to be shown in a Draft Local Area Plan to be prepared for public display as soon as possible.

The Council is satisfied that these measures will:-

1) Facilitate greatly traffic movement and relieve congestion existing and that which will otherwise arise in the future

2) Increase general amenity and facilities in the Rathcoole/Saggart area

3) Enhance the value of property in each village. 

Separately the Council has been endeavouring to advance the provision of the improvement of the N81 (Tallaght by-pass to Embankment) national road by the NRA.

It is recommended that the committee agree this report and recommend it to the Council for adoption.

This Council fully supports the joint venture private proposal for the LUAS extension and has demonstrated this by modifications it has already made to the design of the Embankment road proposals at the request of the promoters to facilitate the LUAS project prior to the initiation of the Part 8 display and by agreeing to make Council land available free of charge where this was needed for the LUAS project.  The Council however will seek the taking-in-charge of the large drainage network in this area not yet offered to the Council.  

RECOMMENDATION

That the Committee adopts this report and recommends to the Council to initiate the statutory procedure for preparation of the Local Area Plan based on this report and calls on the promoters of LUAS and the RPA to proceed with the steps necessary to achieve the LUAS project from Cookstown to Saggart in accordance with the Council’s objective in the County Development Plan.

This total of 124 acres could have a capacity at current densities of 1900 residential units and the rezoning of some of these could not be recommended for a variety of reasons having regard to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

The Manager outlined to the Committee the contents of the Manager's Report and the Supplementary Report which had been circulated on Saturday to clarify points raised by the members in a briefing on the previous Thursday.

Following discussion to which Councillors E. Maloney, M. Corr, C. Jones, M. Daly, J. Daly, M. Murphy, J. Neville, C. King, J. Hannon and K. Warren contributed and Mr. T. Doherty, Director of Planning responded to queries raised.

It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney and AGREED, in accordance with Standing Order No. 76, to deal with an Emergency Motion in the names of Councillors M. Corr, C. Jones, E. Maloney, J. Daly,  K. Warren, J. Neville and J. Hannon in conjunction with the above report.

It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor C. Jones:

“That this Committee adopts the Manager’s report from the Tallaght Area Committee agenda of 27th February, 2006 which proposed rezoning one tract of land to AI (per map accompanying report) incorporating the following amendments/conditions.

That the land be subject to a micro Local Area Plan

That the rezoning of this land be subject to a Specific Local Objective directing that “Planning permission for development in accordance with an approved area plan shall not be issued until such time as the construction of the Luas extension to Citywest/Saggart has commenced”

That not less than 20 acres of land be reserved at this location for community facilities incorporating all weather pitches, community buildings, school site, a park and ride facility and other uses that will significantly benefit the community that may be identified through the Local Area Plan consultation process.

That the residential densities be reviewed to ensure a mix of dwelling types including low density, high density and medium density residential development.

That the phasing of development at this location be carried out in a sustainable way ensuring that facilities are built in tandem with housing and not at a later stage.

That 15% of the residential development be reserved to provide for social housing.”

Standing Orders were suspended to allow the meeting to extend beyond 5.30p.m.
The Manager responded to the discussion stating that the motion was out of order as the Manager’s Report to the February Meeting had been withdrawn at the March Meeting.  He also stated considerable mis-information had been circulating regarding management alleged lack of support for the project and then outlined the sequence of events since 1st February.

The meeting adjourned for ten minutes to allow a re-worded motion to be prepared.

Following the resumption of the Meeting, Councillor M. Corr proposed the following motion and it was seconded by Councillor C. Jones:

“That this Committee adopts the Manager’s report quoted in the Tallaght Area Committee minutes of 27th February, 2006 which proposed rezoning one tract of land to AI (per map accompanying report) incorporating the following amendments/conditions as specific local objectives:

1. That the land be subject to a micro Local Area Plan

2. That the rezoning of this land be subject to a Specific Local Objective directing that “Planning permission for development in accordance with an approved area plan shall not be issued until such time as the construction of the Luas extension to Citywest/Saggart has commenced”

3. That not less than 20 acres of land be reserved at this location for community facilities incorporating all weather pitches, community buildings, school site, a park and ride facility and other uses that will significantly benefit the community that may be identified through the Local Area Plan consultation process.

4. That the residential densities be reviewed to ensure a mix of dwelling types including low density, high density and medium density residential development.

5. That the phasing of development at this location be carried out in a sustainable way ensuring that facilities are built in tandem with housing and not at a later stage.

BAN ON ESTATE MANAGEMENT COMPANIES
It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney, seconded by Councillor C. Jones.
"That this Committee supports a ban on Estate Management Companies in housing estates in Tallaght and the implementation of strict limits for their use in apartment blocks and seeks the support of the full Council for such measures."

The following report was READ and NOTED:
"When granting planning permission for residential developments the following is inserted as a condition of the planning permission where appropriate:-

“Prior to the occupation of the first residential unit a plan clearly identifying the external common areas of the development being retained in private ownership shall be submitted to the Planning Authority. The said areas shall not be taken in charge by the Council and shall instead be maintained by a Management Company set up for this purpose pursuant to The Companies Act 1963, as amended.  Continued membership of a Management Company set up for this purpose pursuant to the Companies Acts, 1963 as amended shall be compulsory for all owners for the time being of property within the development.  A copy of the Certificate of Incorporation of the said Company shall be submitted to the Planning Authority with the said plan.  Any changes to the status or nature of the Management Company shall be notified to the Council forthwith.   The Management Company shall hold insurance for public liability risk at all times.

REASON:  To ensure a proper standard of residential development and maintenance of the private areas within the development.”

This condition is inserted in permissions where the development consists of apartments, gated developments and in cases where the developer has indicated that it is not intended that the roads and services and open spaces be offered for taking in charge by the Council.

The purpose of inserting this condition in relevant planning permissions is to protect future purchasers by ensuring a management company is formed which will maintain common and shared areas within the development such as car spaces, green verges, lighting, on-site access avenues or driveways, roofs and the external fabric of the building/s and also internal common services and shared areas such as corridors, floors, walls, attic tanks and plumbing, which are external to the apartment itself.

The Law Reform Commission is at present examining various issues in respect of the legislation governing management companies. It expects to be in a position to publish a Consultation Paper.  This is awaited.

It is considered appropriate that the Council should continue to insert the above Condition in relevant planning permissions pending the findings of the Law Reform Commission.  Any future change in current legislation is a matter for Government.

It should be noted that as a property owner the developer is not obliged legally to offer or complete a taking-in-charge procedure in respect of new development."
