The main portion of the property at 54 St. John’s Crescent, Clondalkin, Dublin 22 is correctly registered under Folio DN42419F. Part of the front garden is not registered on the folio. This portion of the property is held under an unregistered Freehold title.
The unregistered portion of the property remains in the ownership of South Dublin County Council.

I recommend that the Council disposes of its interest in the unregistered portion of the property (part of front garden) at 54 St. John’s Crescent, Clondalkin, outlined in red on Tailte Eireann map in accordance with Section 211 & 212 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions:-

1. That the Council disposes of its interest in the plot of approximately (0.0096 Hectares, 000237 acres) outlined in red on Tailte Eireann Registration map.

2. That the applicant shall pay Council legal fees reasonably and necessarily incurred up to a maximum of €1,500 plus VAT.

3. That the applicant holds the freehold interest in 54 St. John’s Crescent, Clondalkin, Dublin 22.

4. That in the event of any name change to Applicant prior to formal completion of the legal transfer, the Applicant must provide documentary evidence to the Council proving that the new named party is one and the same as the named Applicant heretofore to enable the transfer to complete.

5. That each party shall use their reasonable endeavours to complete the transaction within a reasonable timeframe following adoption of the disposal resolution.

6. That the Purchaser shall prepare the Deed of Transfer.

7. That the Law Agent shall draft the necessary legal agreements and shall include any further terms deemed appropriate in Agreements of this nature.

8. That no contract enforceable at Law is created or intended to be created until such time as contracts have been exchanged.

9. That the disposal is subject to the necessary approvals and consents being obtained.

10. That the total consideration shall be the sum of €1 (one euro) plus VAT (if applicable).
