| wish to submit my observations in relation to the above mentioned Part IV
proposed development as follows,

1. The proposed development is on zoned lands objective F which is to preserve
and provide for open space and recreational amenities.
The proposed development does not provide for either of these objectives.

2. The Development plan 2004-2010 section 3.3.8 Policy H8, refers to small scale
infill housing development on lands in council ownership which are no longer
considered appropriate for retention as open space and/or recreational areas.
The council are also respondible for the protection of the amenity of existing
residents.

The proposed development is for 67 dwellings which in my opinion is
large scale development and does not protect the amenity of the existing
residents or the open nature of the lands. Also this particular area of open
space is regularly used for recreational purposes by the existing residents
and their children on a day to day basis and will destroy this amenity.

3. Under Council policy 12.2 General Design Considerations section 12.2.1.. It is
an objective of the Council to ensure that new development is designed so as to
enhance the appearance of the county, to provide an attractive environment and
to avoid the creation of nuisance.

The proposed development does not provide for this by nature of its
design, height, scale and layout which is in direct contrast to the existing
dwellings and amenities of the area.

We the members of the above committee having inspected the plans and
attended an information meeting with Mr Des English of the Architects
Department wish to make the following submissions on the proposed infill
housing project proposed for Tymon North. We appreciate the need for
additional housing and that the proposed site is not deemed as open space,
but was a road reservation who's classification was changed.

1. Our first observation is the number of dwellings being proposed is to
many. This concern has been voiced to us by many residents especially
those living on Tymon North Park and Tymon North Gardens where
almost half the proposed development would be between.

2. The additional traffic that this concentration of dwellings will bring
on to Tymon North Park which at present is a cul-de-sac with only 16
houses on it.

3. There are no 3 storey buildings in the immediate location or indeed
in either Tymon North Estate or St Aongus Estate. Castletymon
Library is only 2 storeys and the shops are only one and a half storeys
equal in height to the Bungalows adjacent to them in Castletymon
Green.

4, Except for 2 small locations there in no open space provided which
reinforces the concept that Ballymun has moved to Tallaght. The Large
Green shown on the plans is not used by children or adults because of
the condition of it and its use for anti-social behaviour. (Which is a
matter of record)

As a resident of Tymon North | wish to object to the Infil Housing Development at Castie Tymon. Listed
are my concems. They are shared concems of neighbours, many of whom are directly affected by the
proposed development.

It can be argued thatincreased ‘Social Housing’ in Tymon North has led to:

1. Greater Anti Social Behavior among young people
2. A deterioration of Community Spirit
3. Imbalance between Social and Private Housing in this area

Further increasing the number of new Social Houses will only exacerbate the problems of Anti Social
Behavior. Past cases where similar ventures undertaken, which included mass Social Housing
Schemes, have resulted in ghettoizing communities.

Such a Scheme in Tymon North will:
1. Place a further strain on the already strained community facilities

For Example: ~ One Bus Route Only
One Secondary School
Insignificant Garda Presence
Increase the number of cars regularly accessing Tymon North Road

2. The already fading Aesthetic of the Area will be affected by removing yet another green
space, which limits even further where children can play.

3. Transforming the area into a construction site affects the community as a whole. Noise
pollution, Air pollution and building waste in addition to the dangers posed by large scale construction in
a family area where children are particularly at risk

4. On examining the plans it is unclear whether access to the local shops remains accessible

from Tymon North Road/St. Aengus. There is also a substantial elderly community in the community

I would like to object to the proposed infill housing scheme for Castletymon/Tymon
North.
My grounds for objection are the following:

1) Housing Density in the area. The estates Tymon/St Aonghus are already
densely populated with just adequate green areas at the moment. This
development removes a large strip of green area from the houses in the
immediate area. None of the existing green area will be left.

2) Traffic Safety. The children of Tymon North Park and Tymon North Gardens
in particular use the proposed site (green area) as a play area. The children of
these areas will be forced to play on the roadside and on the road itself if this
development goes through. The only open areas left in the plans for this
development are the car parks which is totally unacceptable. Also, a lot of
local children use this route to access the local school via the footbridge. 1 feel
that their safety could be compromised also with the traffic in the area.

3) Preservation of amenities. The proposed site is a local amenity with a lot of
children using it to play on. The nearest green/amenity areas for children to
play on will be the 30 acres or in other parts of the estate. This means they will
be out of sight of their homes which is totally unsafe.

4) 3 storey houses. On examining the plans it looks as if my house will face a
number of three storey house. This will block out the sunlight from the front
of my house which I object to. Also the development of three storey houses is
totally out of character with all other houses in the area.

5) Access from Tymon North Park to Tymon North Gardens. For as long as the
estate has been built there has been a footpath from Tymon North Park to
Tymon North Gardens, for safe and easy access to the bus stop, church, school
& shops. This will be removed.

6) Anti Social Behaviour. There is a high level of anti social behaviour in the
area. Removing green areas and increasing the population will only worsen

this problem. If people are packed into the area without existing problems
being addressed then we will have even bigger problems in the future.
