[image: image1.png]Authority issues licences for aerodromes and an aerodrome is defined as an
area including any buildings, installations and equipment used for the arrival,
departure and surface movement of aircraft. The term “airport” is defined as
an aerodrome together with any buildings, roads and car parks connected to
the aerodrome.

2. Weston Aerodrome has for many years held a public use aerodrome licence.
Such a licence permits operations of public transport aircraft and the
Airspace Change Proposal does not alter the type of aerodrome licence
granted.

=" 3. The Irish Aviation Authority is responsible for the safety of air navigation and

~S. its remit is set out in legislation. The Planning Authorities are responsible for
land use planning. Any certificate, licence of permission granted by the Irish
Aviation Authority does not in any way absolve Weston Aerodrome from
complying with the requiremeats of the Planning Authority.

Thank you for your letter dated 19™ April 2006 in relation to the Airspace Change
Proposal submitted by Weston Aerodrome.

Having considered all submissions which were received and having regard to the
level of air traffic in the greater Dublin area, the Authority considers it appropriate
to change the classification of airspace in the vicinity of Weston Aerodrome and
within the Military Restricted Area RI5 from Class G to Class C. A target date has
been set of 3™ August 2006 for a full air traffic control service to be provided at
Weston Aerodrome and it is the opinion of the Authority that this will significantly
enhance safety. There will no change to the currgnt aerodrome licence conditions
which restrict Weston Aerodrome to operations during daylight hours only and
which restrict the aerodrome to use by CAT A and B aircraft, classifications which
are based on aircraft speed. s

Also on the 3™ August, the Stopway / Clearway for Runway 25, which was granted
planning permission by Kildare County Council, will be available for use.

In relation to the specific issues raised in your letter | would like to offer the

following comments; ;

I. The airspace change proposal of itself does not alter the status of Weston in
terms of it becoming an “executive aircraft city airport”. The Irish Aviation
