It was AGREED to take the following three motions in the name of Councillor C. Keane in conjunction with the above Headed Item.
BALLYBODEN VILLAGE PLAN –  WHITECHURCH/GLENMORE/ EDMONSTOWN GREEN

It was proposed by Councillor C. Keane and seconded by Councillor S. Laing
"That this committee recommends that Whitechurch /Glenmore and Edmonstown Green area are included in the wider Ballyboden Village Plan as they have been omitted from the whole area to be included –i.e. as outlined in the submission  made on behalf of the Bolton Hall Action Group - map submitted and to give details how and when this objective can be achieved." 

The following Report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:


“It is proposed to extend the Phase 2 boundary of the Ballyboden Village Plan to include the actual townland of Ballyboden, as shown on the Ordnance Survey maps of the area.   

This extended area would include such sites and areas as Bugler's Public House, the Statoil Service station, Bolton Hall and the Whitechurch cottages opposite the Grange Golf Club.  

It is proposed that this Phase 2 Plan for the extended area will be completed within the period of the South Dublin County Council County Development Plan 2004 – 2010 subject to the availability of resources having regard to the priorities already set out by the elected Council in the Development Plan.” 

 

BALLYBODEN VILLAGE PLAN – CRECHE/PRESCHOOL FACILITIES

It was proposed by Councillor C. Keane and seconded by Councillor M. Ardagh. 

"That this committee recommends that a crèche/preschool facilities will be included as part of the developments on Taylor’s Lane as well as local community facilities denoted by the 'star' on p. 22 of the draft Ballyboden Village Plan map.(b) that the developers be requested to provide a sculpture - art feature, for the Ballyboden/Taylor’s Lane in conjunction with the developments planned for those sites along Taylor’s Lane." 

The following Report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:


“Introduction  
The motion requests two additions to the Ballyboden Village Plan.  The first addition relates to the provision of a childcare facility; the second relates to a sculpture/ art feature in conjunction with developments fronting onto Taylor ’s lane.  
Sculpture/ Art Feature  
This proposal is acceptable in principle.  
Childcare Facility 

Section 12.2.6 of the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004 -2010 sets out the Council’s policies regarding the provision of childcare facilities.  Section 11.10.ii provides the required standard for the size of these facilities as “ 20 child facility per 75 dwelling units “ in new residential developments.  

In light of the standards in the Development Plan additional references may be redundant as these facilities are required in conjunction with new development.  In addition, stipulating childcare facilities under the general objective to provide community would be contrary to the Manager’s recommendation in the Manager’s Report on Submissions on the Draft Ballyboden Village Plan.  

In this report, the manager comments:  

Provision for Community Services  
A significant number of submissions included specific requests for recreational and community facilities such as tennis and basketball courts, a community centre crèche and sheltered housing.  The submission from the Augustinian Order includes details of proposed community facilities such as a community centre, tennis courts, a replacement care facility for disabled including accommodation and social and affordable housing, in excess of Part v requirements.  
Objectives of the Village Plan have been included to ensure that community facilities are provided in conjunction with new development on, or in the vicinity of the Augustinian site.  However, details of the recreational and social uses to be accommodated should be addressed at the application stage of the planning process.  The objectives, as proposed, guarantee delivery of community facilities, while retaining the flexibility to ensure that the facilities provided meet the needs of the community at the time of the development.  
 Recommendation

 Recommendation 
That the Ballyboden Village Plan include an objective to provide a sculpture/    art feature in conjunction with development onto Taylor ’s Lane.” 





PEARSE BROTHERS PARK/PALMER PARK – CAR PARKING 

It was proposed by Councillor C. Keane and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott. 

"That this committee recommends that the roads department gives an initial outline of new proposals for car parking in Pearse Brothers and Palmer Park as a result of the submissions and proposals put forward as part of the Ballyboden Village Plan consultation process. The three schemes proposed by the Roads Department two years ago were not acceptable to residents. There are now alternative layout/proposals submitted in the various submissions from Palmer and Pearse Brothers Park which should be facilitated."  

The following Report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Palmer and Pearse Brothers Park Estates were not designed to provide for individual 
private car parking spaces. Roads Department accepts that there is a parking problem 

here and put forward 4 No. proposals of public car parking spaces for consultation.

It was made clear to the Council that provision of public car parking facilities would be unacceptable to the local community.  South Dublin County Council’s Roads Department are not in a position to seek funding to provide private car parking facilities for individual residents. 

In respect of the Ballyboden Village Plan Consultation Process: 

·  Submission(s) refer to the “huge loss” of amenity if Road Dept. Proposals B, C and D were to go ahead.  

·  Proposal(s) refer to many short roadside lay byes where the cost of utility/service diversions could be considerable.

The proposals from the Planning & Housing Depts. have been referred to Traffic Section for consideration with a view to facilitating the provision of public car parking spaces in both these housing estates.” 


Following contributions from Councillors, S. Laing, M. Ardagh, T. McDermott, A. White, C. Keane, J. Lahart and E. Walsh, Mr. M. Kenny, Senior Planner responded to queries raised.            It was AGREED to amend Motion 1 to read as follows:-
“ That this committee recommends that Whitechurch/ Glenmore/ Edmondstown Green together with those sections of Moyville and Glendoher estates not in Ballyboden Townland are included in phase 2 of the Ballyboden Village Plan.”

The proposed amended Ballyboden Village Plan was NOTED and RECOMMENDED to the Council for approval subject to the following amendments-:
· that the boundaries of the proposed Phase II Plan would extend beyond the historic townland boundary of Ballyboden so as not to sever existing housing estates.
· that art work be included in conjunction with new developments on Taylors Lane.
· that a monitoring report be prepared two years following the adoption of the Plan
· that the rear gardens of houses in Ballyboden Crescent not be specifically designated for development.
Motions 2 and 3 were NOTED.
The meeting concluded at 5.45 p.m.
