“schools Traffic Management Issues TERENURE\RATHFARNHAM ACM AREA

Background

The 2004 Road Traffic Act enables the Local authority to specify speed limits for various roads in the County. To-date the Council has carried out an overall review of speed limits and by adopting the appropriate Bye-Law introduced the current speed limits. The above Act also enables the Local Authority to introduce a 30 kph limit in certain locations, namely schools. In association with this, at the March 2006 Area Committee Meeting it was agreed to prioritise 2 schools in each electoral area for use as initial schemes under the Schools Survey heading. The schools for the Terenure/Rathfarnham area are as follows:

(a) Ballyboden

· Scoil an Spioraid Naomh

(b)Templeogue

· Bishop Galvin National School

· Bishop Shanahan National School

Each of the above has now been surveyed and assessed separately.

General

In recent years the Council has provided a range of traffic regulatory measures at various school locations. These include yellow lines, zig-zag lines, school ahead and children crossing signs. In general there is a school warden service at the majority of national and some secondary schools. Any further measures identified will complement the existing position.

Ballyboden
(1) Location:


The linked document identifies the location of the schools. 

(2)Survey Details: 

(a) The results of the initial school survey are shown on traffic management data sheets (see link) --- photos of problems associated with traffic congestion at school drop off/pick up times are also enclosed.

Ballyroan Scoil an Sporaid Naomh
(3)Problems Identified 

· Very heavy traffic congestion on Ballyroan Road – Right turning traffic into Willowbank Drive adding to congestion 

· Parents parking on path (school side) and the grass verge opposite the school obstructing school wardens

· Cars crossing pedestrian access to school door in order to access the car park inside the school grounds

· On sunny days motorists experience difficulty seeing the secondary signal on Ballyboden road and tend to break the lights

· Warning signage in poor condition, also may require relocation.

· A need for “School Keep Clear” markings

· Traffic Speed on Ballyroan Road not an issue

A meeting took place with the school principal who identified the following issues:

· A need for parent parking opposite the school ie a dropping off zone
· Poor warning signage and insufficient road markings
· A need for bollards to be installed to prevent parking on the grass verge opposite the school

· To investigate the feasibility of drop-off parking outside school

· Installation of bollards along grass verge opposite the school

· An upgrade of school warning signage and road markings

·  Consideration of a ban on the right turn into Willowbank Drive at school times

· The implementation of a traffic management plan within the school grounds

· The installation of directional hoods on the traffic lights.

· A reduction in the speed limit not recommended

· Existing warning signage in poor condition.

“REPORT ON PART 8 OF THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS 2001 – BEECHFIELD/CHERRYFIELD RESIDENTIAL CELL, PROPOSED TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES

INTRODUCTION:

Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 prescribes the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. The Regulations apply to the proposed works involved in the provision of traffic calming in Beechfield / Cherryfield Residential Cell.

DESCRIPTION OF SCHEME AS ADVERTISED:

1) The construction of a cul de sac at the junction of St Peters Crescent and   Limekiln Lane

2) Installation of bollards in the following laneways to prevent vehicular access: 

        a) Between 55-57 St Peters Road (St Peters Road end)

        b) Rear of 107 St Peters Road and 101 Cherryfield Road

        c) 141 Cherryfield Road and No. 2 Cherryfield Drive (Cherryfield Drive end)

        d) Rear of 72 St Peters Crescent (junction with St Pauls Drive)

3) The construction of traffic islands at the following junctions:

         a) On Beechfield Avenue at its junction with Beechfield Road

         b) On Cherry Grove at its junction with Cromwellsfort Road

4) The provision of Double yellow lines on Beechfield Road in the vicinity of tennis /sports grounds

6) The construction of 29 (twenty-nine) standard traffic calming ramps and

7) Associated Road Signage

Following a review of the 25 schemes constructed, it is noted that little or no complaints have been received in relation to traffic movements in these areas.   It is generally accepted that this current Traffic Calming Programme has been very successful.
In light of the Traffic Calming Request List, the Transportation Strategic Policy Committee, at its meeting held on 11th May 2006 adopted a new Traffic Calming Programme comprising 4 schemes in each of the 5 Electoral Areas - 20 in total.   The selection of each scheme will be made by the relevant Area Committee.”

Following contributions from Councillors S. Laing and A. White, Mr. T. Curtin, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised. It was AGREED to present a further report to the October meeting of this committee and the report was NOTED.

Thank you for your recent letter of 10" May on behalf of the Terenure / Rathfarnham

It was intended by the developer that this estate would not be offered for taking in charge to the council but would remain private and the planning permission required that a management company would be set up to take charge of the maintenance and up-keep of the estate.

The Management Agreement for the maintenance and control of the estate was not submitted for agreement, ‘prior to the commencement of development’ as required in the planning permission.  The original Management Company set up by the developer has since been dissolved.

It was agreed at the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting of 14th February 2006 that the Council’s Building Control Section would facilitate a meeting between the developers, Clayworth Investments Limited, and the residents of Edenbrook Manor, with a view to finding a resolution of the situation.  A letter dated 17th February 2006, informed the developer of this proposal.

The principal of Clayworth Investments Ltd. has now stated that he is prepared to meet the residents of Edenbrook Manor with a view to resolving the issues involved. 

Arrangements will be made shortly regarding the details of this meeting.”

“Complaints alleging a possible unauthorised use of the yard/lands to the rear of Muckross Grove/Avenue, Perrystown, Dublin 12 were received in March 2005. The alleged unauthorised use consisted of the establishment of a builders providers business trading as SLM Providers Ltd.

The lands were inspected on 1st April 2005, at which time it was noted that they had previously been used as a depot/yard by a civil engineering contractor, Chatham Pipelines Ltd., for the storage of materials to be used in civil engineering contracts, for the storage of excavated materials from such works, the parking and keeping of vehicles needed in connection with such contracts, the carrying out of mechanical repairs to such vehicles and the running of such business. 

A Warning Letter dated 29th April 2005 was served on the directors of SLM Providers Ltd concerning the use of the land as a builder’s providers.

Further research showed that Enforcement proceedings were taken against Chatham Pipelines Ltd in 1989. The company were convicted and fined £800 in the District Court.  This conviction was appealed to the Circuit Court.  At the same time a Reference under Section 5 of the Local Government Act, 1963 was made to An Bord Pleanála contending that the lands had been used as a builders depot since before October 1964 and that the Planning Authority were precluded from taking enforcement action.  An Bord Pleanála decided in favour of the applicant and ruled that no change of use had taken place which would require planning permission.

A submission was received from Maguire McErlean Solicitors on behalf of their client SLM Providers Ltd.  In this submission SLM Providers Ltd denies that there has been any change of use in relation to the above lands and that the current use by SLM Providers Ltd is that of a builder’s yard/depot.

Considering the history of this site and the lack of hard evidence that a material change of use of the lands has taken place, there is no action open to the Planning Authority in relation to this matter at this time.”

“To ask the Manager to give an update and a possible timeline for the handing over of title to Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna?”

REPLY:

The Department of Education and Science applied to the Council to purchase a site for the construction of a permanent school building for Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna, a portion of which the school has been in occupation of for a number of years. The proposed site for the school is dissected by a section of the now abandoned Old Knocklyon Road to which the Council is endeavouring to register title. The Council’s Solicitor is at present drafting legal documentation, which when complete, will be lodged in Land Registry with a view to having the Council registered as owner of the site of the old road. 

It is not possible at present to give a timescale for the transfer of title to the site to the Department of Education and Science as this will depend on the Council becoming registered owner of the full site, the acceptance of terms by the Department of Education and the approval of the disposal of the site by the Council.

In the meantime, the Council has been made aware in recent days that the Department of Education and Science has indicated that it has no objection to the Board of Management of the School entering into a temporary lease arrangement with the Council in respect of the site, pending the rectification of the title issues, subject to the Department approving the rental costs. This matter will be examined and terms issued to the Board of Management in respect of a temporary letting of the site as soon as possible.

The following Report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was READ:

“It is understood from the Council’s Roads Department that the public right of way over the laneway referred to in the question was never formally extinguished although access to the laneway was restricted by the provision of gates at either end some years ago. In the meantime, some residents of houses adjoining the laneway appear to have incorporated portions of the laneway although no formal disposal of the plots was processed by the Council. 

At present, the Council has applications on hand from the residents of properties at 61 Limekiln Avenue and 11 Limekiln Green, both of which back onto the same section of the laneway, to acquire the section of laneway adjoining their properties.  It is considered that the process for the extinguishment of the public right of way will need to be undertaken initially before the Council can process the disposal applications.  In the event of the extinguishment of the right of way being agreed and the area being free of any services, terms will then be issued to the above applicants.”

Following a contribution from Councillor E. Walsh is was AGREED to commence the procedure to extinguish the public right of way.
