There is a number of outlets in the general Limekiln/Greenhills/Walkinstown area where bin tags can be purchased. They include the following;

There should be no reason for stockists of bin tags to be frequently sold out as deliveries can be arranged within 24 hours of a request being received by the Council. A survey will be undertaken to ascertain whether the proprietors of any other retail outlets in the area are interested in stocking bin tags and if possible further outlets will be approved.

TR/490/06   REPORT ON PROPOSED BOHERBOY WATER SUPPLY SCHEME

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government, recently granted approval to South Dublin County Council to invite tenders for the Boherboy Water Supply Scheme.  The scheme includes a major upgrading and expansion of the water supply network and storage infrastructure in the  areas of Saggart, Rathcoole, Newcastle, Brownsbarn, Citywest, the southern parts of Tallaght and areas of Ballycragh, Oldbawn, Knocklyon, Ballyboden and Ballycullen.  The project is being funded under the Department's Water Services Investment Programme 2005 - 2007, at an estimated cost of €33m.

The area which the new scheme will serve currently has no storage reservoirs and suffers from inadequate water pressure. This scheme provides for the construction of 41km of watermain, new reservoirs at Saggart and Kiltalown and a pumping station in Saggart.  

This scheme will provide consumers with a reliable, modern water storage and supply infrastructure that will benefit not only the existing population, but will also facilitate new development in the previously mentioned areas.

South Dublin County Council intends to invite tenders for the construction of the project in June 2006. The project is likely to commence in early 2007 with an expected construction period of 18 months.” 


A presentation was given by Ms. G. McGee, Senior Executive Engineer on the Boherboy Water Supply Scheme.   Following contributions from Councillors C. Keane, M. Ardagh, J. Lahart, T. McDermott and S. Laing, Ms. G. McGee, Senior Executive Engineer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

"That the Manager state what the responsibilities of the Council's Parks Department and the Council's Dog Warden are in relation to the control of unleashed and unmuzzled dogs in St. Enda's Park and to state if the final responsibility for uncontrolled dogs rests with the owners of the dogs or with the Council." 

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“St Enda’s Park is not under the control of South Dublin County Council.  It is in the ownership and under the control of the Office of Public Works.  However the Control of Dogs Act does apply in the Park.

The Council’s Dog Warden for the area on a number of occasions, in response to complaints and through regular patrol, has visited the park but has not witnessed any dogs not under effectual control.  Only certain breeds of dogs require to be muzzled in public places and the dog warden has not witnessed any dogs of these prescribed breeds unmuzzled in St Enda’s Park.

Responsibility for uncontrolled dogs rests with the owner. However in the event of any alleged offence being reported, the Council will invoke the provisions of the relevant legislation as appropriate.”

Following contributions from Councillor M. Ardagh and C. Keane, Mr. M. Coleman, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

TERENURE/RATHFARNHAM WARD – GRAFFITI 

It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart and seconded by Councillor C. Keane.

"That the Council take long overdue action in dealing immediately with the splurge in graffiti in the Terenure - Rathfarnham Ward and that the manager explain why NO graffiti has been removed from public places and that a full discussion take place on the matter?"

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was considered:

“Graffiti has become a problem in many locations throughout the County.

In order to help address the problem the Council has undertaken the following measures;

· Employment of a specialist company to remove graffiti at specific locations on a contract to contract basis.

· Employment of a works crew on a temporary basis, to paint over graffiti.

· Supply of paint to residents associations who are willing to paint over graffiti by the voluntary work of their members.

The temporary works crew took up duty in May 2006.

A list of areas which require attention has recently been supplied to the Council’s works crew and this list includes many locations within the Terenure/ Rathfarnham area.  

Work commenced on this list in mid May and graffiti has now been removed from locations at Templeogue Village and Springfield housing estate.  Earlier this year graffiti was also removed from a number of locations in the Limekiln area.  During 2005 large areas of graffiti were removed on two occasions from boundary walls within Greenhills Park. The above are examples of locations in the Terenure Rathfarnham area where graffiti removal has taken place. 

A further list of areas where graffiti requires to be removed, (as opposed to being painted over) has been referred to the specialist contractor for attention and these together with the areas listed for the Council’s crew, will be treated in the coming months.

The Litter Warden for the area has also dealt with a number of locations where graffiti was an eyesore by supplying painting materials to residents who themselves were willing to undertake the work.  Enforcement action against a number of private property owners has also resulted in a small number of private sites being cleaned.”    

Following contributions from Councillors J. Lahart, E. Walsh, C. Keane, T. McDermott and S. Laing Mr. M. Coleman, Senior Executive Officer and Mr. L. Magee, Senior Executive Engineer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.


TR/496/06
CHERRYFIELD/BEECHFIELD – LANEWAYS 

It was proposed by Councillor C. Keane and seconded by Councillor S. Laing.

“That this committee recommends that the laneways in Cherryfield/Beechfield be cleaned and upgraded, if this were carried out the community would be facilitated and encouraged to maintain areas adjacent to their dwellings. That a rota be drawn up starting with the laneway linking Beechfield/Cromwellsfort road which is in a terrible condition."

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Cleaning work has been carried out on laneways in the Cherryfield/Beechfield area in recent years. Further work of this nature is due to take place in the current year, including the cleaning of the laneway linking Beechfield and Cromwellsfort Road which is due to be cleaned in the next two weeks approximately.

There is no specific budget provision for the cleaning of laneways which is done on a rota basis. Finance is provided under the heading of general cleansing.  Any major increase in the cleaning of laneways would give rise to a corresponding decrease in the cleaning effort in other areas such as roadways, footpaths or open spaces.  It is therefore proposed that laneway cleaning will continue in all areas on the existing basis.”

A discussion ensued to which Councillors C. Keane, M. Ardagh, S. Laing, T. McDermott and E. Walsh contributed.   Mr. L. Magee, Senior Executive Engineer responded to queries raised.   The Motion was AGREED and it was also AGREED to present a report the cleaning of laneways to the September meeting of the Environmental Strategic Policy Committee.

GREENHILLS LANEWAYS – FLY TIPPING

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The laneways in Greenhills estate have received close attention from the Council’s cleansing section over the past year.  A list of dates when laneways in the Greenhills, Greenpark and Walkinstown areas were cleaned in the last twelve months is set out below.  These estates and in particular the laneways are patrolled on a regular basis by the Litter Warden for this area.  The Warden has been asked to maintain continued vigilance in the area.  Any information that can be supplied by residents of dumping offences would be most useful in assisting the Warden and the Council in tackling the issue of dumping.  The Roads Maintenance Section has been asked to consider the possibility of restricting access for large vehicles to such laneways, thereby helping to prevent some of the dumping incidents.

“The Council's Housing Strategy, which was prepared in accordance with Part V of the Planning & Development Act 2000, was adopted by the Council at its meeting held on 11th June 2001.  This Strategy was reviewed and now forms an integral part of the County Development Plan 2004-2010, which was adopted by the Council on 10th November 2004. 

The strategy requires 15% of all residential developments to be reserved for Social/Affordable housing purposes.  The Council has been successful in the delivery of affordable housing under the following initiatives:
(a) Part V of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended)

(b) Joint Venture Schemes

(c) Integrated Area Plans

To date 406 affordable units have been procured throughout the County.

PEARSE BROTHERS/PALMER PARK FLATS – REFURBISHMENT

It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart and seconded by Councillor C. Keane.

"That the Manager take on board the views of local residents in relation to the refurbishment of the flat complex at Pearse Brothers/Palmer Park particularly in the context of arrangements for existing tenants during any refurbishment."

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Pearse Brothers Park, which was constructed in 1957 consists of 19 tenanted units - 18 maisonettes and 1 house, Palmer Park was built in 1968 and contains 12 tenanted units - 4 maisonettes and 8 houses. Both of these estates are in need of significant upgrade works and are included in the planned extension of the Remedial Works Scheme.

Pearse Brothers Park and Palmer Park were included in the Accelerated Gas Fired Central Heating Programme, and installations were completed throughout both estates in 2005. 

Pearse Brothers Park was electrically upgraded approximately 15 years ago, and is not included in the current Electrical Upgrade Programme. Palmer Park has also been included under the Electrical Upgrade Programme designed to ensure that all council dwellings achieve a common electrical standard. Pearse Brothers Park and Palmer Park are included in the second phase of the Mains Smoke Alarm programme, which is due to commence in early 2007. An External Painting Programme was completed at Pearse Brothers Park in 2004, under general maintenance works. 

The Council’s Architectural Services Department have recommended that these estates be included in a refurbishment programme in the next two to three years, and a feasibility study and cost estimate will be undertaken in 2006/7. The initial steps in the preparation of this plan have been programmed for the second half of 2006 following the adoption of the Ballyboden Area Plan. The preliminary stage, which is underway, involves land acquisition, and discussions with the relevant land owners is on-going. 

Submissions under the Ballyboden Village Plan were received from residents of Pearse Brothers/Palmer Park indicating their preference to be rehoused locally when the existing units are refurbished, and the Council is agreeable to this proposal. Sites within the Council’s ownership at the entrance to Glendoher Estate; at Kingston, Taylors Lane; at the rear of Pearse Brothers Park adjacent to school (subject to agreement on access with school authorities) and at the eastern end of Pearse Brothers Park adjacent to the existing maisonettes have been identified for the provision / procurement of the required accommodation. The design of the individual replacement schemes will be the subject of consultation with the local residents.

The Council is also committed to developing an estate-wide plan to address overall environmental issues (including parking) for the Pearse Brothers Park / Palmer Park area. A separate consultation will take place on this plan which will be developed taking account of the submissions received in the Village Plan process.”

It was AGREED to take Motion 8 in the name of Councillor S. Laing in conjunction with the above Motion.

PEARSE BROTHERS PARK – UPGRADING OF APARTMENTS

It was proposed by Councillor C. Keane and seconded by Councillor S. Laing

"That this committee discusses - with the aid of an informed report - the upgrading of apartments in Pearse Bros. Park now that the submissions on the Ballyboden Village Plan have been received and evaluated, as the work must be coordinated with the major developments in the area under the Ballyboden Village plan. I first raised this issue in 2001."

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Pearse Brothers Park, which was constructed in 1957 consists of 19 tenanted units - 18 maisonettes and 1 house, Palmer Park was built in 1968 and contains 12 tenanted units - 4 maisonettes and 8 houses. Both of these estates are in need of significant upgrade works and are included in the planned extension of the Remedial Works Scheme.

Pearse Brothers Park and Palmer Park were included in the Accelerated Gas Fired Central Heating Programme, and installations were completed throughout both estates in 2005. 

Pearse Brothers Park was electrically upgraded approximately 15 years ago, and is not included in the current Electrical Upgrade Programme. Palmer Park has also been included under the Electrical Upgrade Programme designed to ensure that all council dwellings achieve a common electrical standard. Pearse Brothers Park and Palmer Park are included in the second phase of the Mains Smoke Alarm programme, which is due to commence in early 2007. An External Painting Programme was completed at Pearse Brothers Park in 2004, under general maintenance works.

The design of the individual replacement schemes will be the subject of consultation with the local residents.

The Council is also committed to developing an estate-wide plan to address overall environmental issues (including parking) for the Pearse Brothers Park / Palmer Park area. A separate consultation will take place on this plan which will be developed taking account of the submissions received in the Village Plan process.”

PRESENTATION ON PACT WOODLAND PROJECT AT TYMON PARK 

A presentation was given by Ms. R. O’Farrell from PACT Adoption Agency.
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The Council’s Parks Department has been working with the PACT adoption agency based in Rathmines on a project to celebrate and mark 50 years of operation by the agency.  

The project involves the adoption of the beech woodland in Tymon Park adjacent to the new playground at Willington and the commissioning of a symbolic piece of sculpture in bronze by Linda Brunker to be installed near the lakes in this area of the park.  It is anticipated that the sculpture will be installed by midsummer.  

PACT is also arranging a series of art workshops with children from the local community to involve them in the project.  These workshops are being conducted during June and early July and the resulting art pieces will be incorporated into the park.

A family day is being organised by PACT for September 16, 2006 to formally unveil the sculpture and to mark the adoption of the woodland by the agency in celebration of its 50 years.  

It is envisaged that this area of Tymon Park will act as a neutral place for reunions and meetings between birth parents and children and provide a symbolic focus for all those involved with PACT over the years. 

A representative from PACT will be in attendance at the Meeting of Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee to make a short presentation on the initiative.”

Following contributions from Councillors M. Ardagh, C. Keane, T. McDermott, E. Walsh, S. Laing and J. Lahart, Mr. C. Boylan, Senior Parks Superintendant responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

RATHFARNHAM CASTLE 

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was READ:

“Discussions were held recently with the Office of Public Works regarding the proposed redevelopment of the former courtyard buildings adjacent to Rathfarnham Castle. In view of the proposal of some years ago that failed to get planning permission, it was considered that a new approach with an emphasis on community usage would be more appropriate.

Having regard to the fact that the site has National Monument status, that the buildings are in a derelict state and detract from the Castle, the Office of Public Works confirmed that they were interested in exploring new proposals with the County Council for conservation and appropriate future use of the outbuildings, including the possibility of a transfer of ownership of the buildings to them. It was agreed that the way forward was a three step approach, the first to agree on the proposed usage or function of the buildings and spaces within each courtyard, the second to examine means of financing the proposals and the third to decide on future management and maintenance arrangements.  

Any proposals would require appropriate agreement of the Council and the Commissioners of Public Works.

The objectives are to restore the courtyards and buildings in an appropriate fashion for uses, which are sustainable for their future conservation. 

The courtyard buildings comprise one and two-storey buildings owned by South Dublin County Council. Originally, the courtyard buildings and a walled garden were attached to the village and were separated with the construction of the Rathfarnham By-Pass.  

In regard to proposed uses, five courtyards are identified in the attached illustration.   

*      Courtyard #1 is the area between the Castle and the former courtyard buildings.  This area will remain as an access/assembly area. OPW confirmed that 2 planning applications are currently being formulated by them (1)to upgrade this main  entrance area, including provision of universal access and (2) to provide universal access and associated facilities in the Castle – these works will facilitate greater use of the Castle for appropriate events. 

 
· Courtyard #2 includes a one-storey building with lofts overhead, which is open to the Castle yard.  Because of its size and position within the complex, this building is considered suitable by the County Council for a high quality commercial restaurant. On the eastern side is the former undercroft building. The buildings in this courtyard have the best potential for restoration.  It is considered that this building has the potential for multi-functional usage, including local theatrical performances.  
The ancient undercroft was examined by the Council’s Arts Officer, and considered suitable for modification into a theatre type venue and other wider multi - community uses.  
 
*      Courtyard #3 contains low-rise outbuildings most of which are in a derelict state. Small craft/industrial units could be appropriate for this setting.  However, these already exist in Marlay Park courtyards, therefore, additional units at Rathfarnham Castle may not be viable.   Therefore, the use of this courtyard as a centre for arts, culture and heritage functions to include outreach projects is considered more appropriate.

 

*      Courtyard #4 includes a two-storey house, known as the Seismograph House because it housed the first Seismology Station in Ireland. It is proposed to capitalise on this connection and create a Seismograph House museum, which would explain the connection and the science of Seismology, Earthquakes etc.  This would add another dimension to any visit to the adjacent Rathfarnham Castle. The Irish Institute for Advanced Studies by arrangement with the Jesuits, rescued the Seismograph before the property was sold and have made a commitment to return it when the house is being restored.  Located in the Seismograph House would be a small visitor centre, which would include a shop selling goods, produced in the Craft Units.  The Seismograph House was restored for the celebration of the Millennium Year with grant assistance from The Millennium Fund and The Heritage Council.  The building is occupied on a short term arrangement by Conservation Volunteers Ireland.  

 

*      Richard Turner who had the famous ironworks in Ballsbridge, Dublin 4, designed and erected curved greenhouses in the last century.  They were erected in the Botanic Gardens in Kew Gardens, London, in Belfast and in Dublin, and in some private estates.  More than ten years ago, the Council acquired the frame of an 80 feet long Turner Conservatory, which was originally constructed in the Midlands and rescued by a businessman from Meath, who then sold it to the Council.  The ironwork is cleaned and protected, and the detailed drawings for its re-erection are available. It is proposed to erect this conservatory in courtyard no. 4 and when erected, it would be the first Turner Conservatory re-constructed in a second location in Ireland.   

     It is proposed to develop a garden in the courtyard between the Seismograph House and the proposed Turner Conservatory.

 

*      Courtyard #5 has temporary facilities being used by the Parks Department as a depot area for management of the park.  The continuation of the depot facility is necessary for the maintenance of the park and open spaces in the area as well as street tree planting and pruning.  Since the former courtyards were used by staff employed by the Castle for outdoor work in the area, the continuation of the depot is regarded as being appropriate in this setting and would not detract in any way from proposals for uses of the other courtyards.

  

*      The construction of a feature garden beside the courtyards is aimed at enhancing the approach to Rathfarnham Castle Park at its junction with Castleside Housing Scheme.  The site is in a prominent location, and in need of landscape development.  The proposed design illustrated below includes pedestrian pathways, seating, water and sculptural features in an arrangement with low stone walls and high quality planting of trees, shrubs and bedding plants.  This project is under construction at present. 

Following agreement of the intended usage of these former courtyard buildings, it is proposed to examine cost implications and sources of finance in conjunction with the OPW.

In addition the legal position regarding the High Court case is being pursued with the Council’s Law Department.
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Following contributions from Councillors S. Laing, M. Ardagh, C. Keane, T. McDermott and E. Walsh, Mr. C. Boylan, Senior Parks Superintendant and Mr. B. Coman, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.   The report was NOTED and it was AGREED to present a further report to a future meeting of this committee.
