Proposed disposal of area of land at Ballynakelly, Newcastle, Co. 
Dublin – Mr. Vincent Buggy

An application has been received from Mr. Vincent Buggy, c/o Dermot P. Coyne, Solicitor, Liffey Bridge House, 1 Main Street, Lucan, Co. Dublin to acquire an area of land at Ballynakelly, Newcastle, Co. Dublin.

The Council’s Valuer has recommended the following terms and conditions as being fair and reasonable:-

1.
That the Council shall dispose of their freehold interest in the areas 
outlined on map no. 1, map no. 2 and map no. 3.  That the Council have 
granted a lease of the areas shown outlined on map no. 1 and map no. 3  
for  a term of 150 years with effect from 11th October, 1975 subject to a rent 
of €0.0635 per annum.

2.
That the applicant with the exception of the Council interest has acquired 
or has a legally enforceable contract to acquire all outstanding legal 
interests in the site outlined in red on the attached photograph.
3.
That the applicant has an agreement to sell the freehold interest in the site 
outlined on attached maps for the sum of €6,600,000 (Six million six 
hundred thousand euro).

4.
That the applicant shall pay the Council the sum of €500,000 (five hundred 
thousand euro) for their freehold interest in the areas outlined on map no. 
1, 2 and 3.  Should the applicant receive a sum or consideration in excess 
of €6,600,000 for the freehold interest in the site outlined in red on the 
attached photograph the sum payable to the Council shall increase on a 
pro rata basis.

5.
That the applicant and their successors in title shall be permitted to build 
on the Council’s site and in respect of access it shall only be used as access 
to the site outlined in red on the attached photograph.

6.
That the above proposal is subject to satisfactory proof of title including 
proof that the applicant has an agreement for development access to a 
smaller site he owns shown on the attached drawing no. 01/0524/31.  This 
development access is over adjoining land owned by Chesterbridge 
Homes Limited.  That the site shown on the attached drawing no. 
01/0524/31 has planning permission for 20 houses and that the cost of 
this access does not exceed the sum of €5,000.

7.
That the above proposal is subject to the Council retaining a wayleave 
over any existing services on, under or above the Council’s site and that 
the site shall not be affected by any proposed water, drainage or road 
schemes.
8.
That the above proposal is subject to a map from the Council’s Mapping 
Section if deemed necessary by the Council.

Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose of the lands as outlined above at Ballynakelly, Newcastle, Co. Dublin to Mr. Vincent Buggy in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001, subject to the above terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer.
