Proposed disposal of area of land adjoining 183 Arthur Griffith Park, Lucan

An application was received from Mr. and Mrs. Sean Heffernan, 183 Arthur Griffith Park, Lucan, Co. Dublin to acquire an area of land adjoining their property as outlined in red and hatched on Drawing No. LA/17/06 from the Council to incorporate into their garden.  

The Council’s Valuer has recommended the following terms as being fair and reasonable:-

1.
On the basis of a leasehold disposal for garden purposes only.  The lessee 
to pay a capital premium of €2,000 (two thousand euro).

2.
That the applicant shall be granted a lease in the above land for a term of 
99 years at a nominal rent of €1 (one euro) per annum (if demanded) 
with rent reviews every 5 years linked to changes in the Consumer Price 
Index.

3.
That the applicant incorporates the area into the front garden and builds 
a suitable boundary wall to the satisfaction of the Council.

4.
That the Council shall retain a wayleave to any services that exist on, 
under or above the subject land and has unhindered 24 hour access to the 
wayleave on the land.

5.
That each party are responsible for their own professional fees.

6.
That the applicant shall obtain the written consent of the Council prior to 
entering onto the subject plot for the purpose of carrying out any works 
thereon.

7.
That the subject land is not included in any planning application for 
density purposes or for open space purposes.

Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose of the leasehold interest in the area of land adjoining 183 Arthur Griffith Park, Lucan as outlined in red and hatched on Drawing No. LA/17/06 to Mr. and Mrs. Sean Heffernan in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001, subject to the above terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer.
