Proposed disposal of an area of land adjoining 19 Ashwood 
Drive, Clondalkin to Karen Byrne and Ian Kenna

An application was received from Karen Byrne and Ian Kenna, 19 Ashwood Drive, Clondalkin, Dublin 22 to acquire an area of land adjoining their property for the purpose of building an extension onto the side of their house.

The Council’s Valuer has recommended the following terms as being fair and reasonable:-

1.
That the Council dispose of the subject plot for the 
consideration of €15,000 (fifteen thousand euro).

2.
That the land is disposed of with full freehold title and vacant 
possession.

3.
The applicant builds a suitable boundary wall to the satisfaction 
of the Council and that they will match and tie into existing front 
boundary walls.

4.
That each party are responsible for their own professional fees.

5.
That the disposal is subject to any other conditions that other 
Council departments may have.

This is on the basis that planning permission would be granted for the extension of the house and that the land to be disposed does not exceed 4 feet from the front boundary wall and 2 feet from the rear boundary wall.

It is also subject to planning advice that permission would not be granted for a house on the side garden and subject land if merged.  If such permission is granted the value of subject strip of land would be €65,000.

Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose of the full freehold title and vacant possession of the land adjoining 19 Ashwood Drive, Clondalkin, Dublin 22 as outlined on Drawing No. to Karen Byrne and Ian Kenna in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001, subject to the above terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer.
