CCTV SCHEME FOR TALLAGHT
QUESTION: Councillor E. Maloney 

"To ask the Manager to report on the long awaited CCTV scheme for Tallaght?"

 

REPLY:

In the administrative area of South Dublin County two Garda schemes have been approved viz at Tallaght Town Centre and at Clondalkin Village, including Newlands Cross area.  The Minister for Justice, Equality and Law reform stated as follows in a reply to a recent parliamentary questions.

“A number of Garda CCTV systems have been rolled out to various locations in the State in recent years. Initial installations took place in Dublin, Cork and Tralee and a further 17 locations nationwide were subsequently selected, including Clondalkin and Tallaght to receive a Garda CCTV system. This programme of Implementation of CCTV systems is being implemented on a phased basis. 

Installation of CCTV systems is of necessity a detailed complex and lengthy process. I am anxious to accelerate the implementation of the CCTV programme and reduce as far as possible the workload of the Garda Siochana in this regard.  I believe that the answer is to outsource the installation of Garda CCTV systems to the greatest extent possible, making use not only of the technical but also of the Project Management expertise in the private sector. I have asked the Commissioner to submit proposals for outsourced CCTV systems in the eleven locations in the remaining two phases, with a view to achieving implementation in priority locations by the end of 2006.”

It is understood that a Peer Review, with the Department of Finance regarding the employment of Consultants is currently being undertaken and as soon as this process is complete, tenders for the installation of the necessary equipment can then be sought.

In addition to financial assistance, South Dublin County Council supports the work of the Community Games by providing, free of charge, office space in Killinarden Enterprise Centre for the Community Games Co-Ordinator.

ISSUING OF LEASE/LICENCE
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager to have contact made with *details supplied with a view to discussing a possible lease/licence which would allow the Centre to expand/relocate from its current premises and will the Manager make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:

Saint Kevin’s Family Resource Centre, currently operate from Saint Kevin’s Girls School in Kilnamanagh. The purpose of the Resource Centre is to help ascertain and meet growing social development and educational needs experienced at individual family and community levels. It is open as a resource to all who live in the catchment area of Kilnamanagh, Kingswood and Tymon. They are a limited company run by a voluntary management board of nine people, including the Community Gardai and Tallaght Youth Service. 

They employ one full time administrator and one full time co-ordinator, which are fully funded by the Department of Social and Family Affairs. There are also three childcare workers funded through Pobail. The Centre operates from 9.00am to 9.30pm Monday to Friday and the following are some of the services provided: 

· Foroige – Talaformia Youth Club

· Adult Education 

· 2 Therapy Rooms – Reiki, Counseling etc.

· Childcare

· Little by Little – Group for young people with disabilities.

· Golden Years Group. 

Other user groups include the ICA, Irish Wheelchair Association, Irish Dancing, Yoga, Set Dancing. 

The Centre currently rent space from the Board of Management of the Girls Primary School at a cost of €8,000.00 per annum which is funded by the Department of Social and Family Affairs. 

With school numbers dropping in St Kevin’s Girls School and in St Kevin’s Boys School, both run by separate boards of management, the Resource Centre is concerned that the two schools may amalgamate hence they are requesting a permanent site in the Kilnamanagh area. They operate independently from the Kilnamanagh Youth and Family Centre which is currently being expanded. There are currently no available Community premises within the area that could be made available to the Resource Centre to meet their requirements. Every effort will be made to assist the Resource Centre in identifying a suitable alternative premises.

OPEN SPACE AT BANCROFT PARK
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager to have arranged a review of;


(1)  the "no golf playing" sign at *details supplied as the sign is not visible due to its height and the presence of a litter bin,

(2) The metal bollard which has now been removed and thus the green area is now open to unauthorised vehicular access,

(3) The grass verges at this location which need re-seeding and will the Manager make a detailed statement on the numerous issues raised within this question?"

REPLY:

Arrangements will be made to improve visibility of a “No Golf Playing” sign on the open space at Bancroft Park.  

In order to facilitate tractor access for maintenance of the open space one wooden bollard has been omitted from the line of bollards bounding the open space.  However, due to the narrow cul-de-sac road adjoining it is not perceived that this area is vulnerable to unauthorized vehicular access.  

The grass verge along the line of bollards has been sprayed to keep it clean and free of vegetation as it is not feasible to maintain grass at this location.

RE-INSTATEMENT OF GROUND AT OPEN SPACE AT BANCROFT PARK

QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville
"To ask the Manager to have arranged the re-instating of  the ground which was used by the Developer for the successful completion of  the Development approved under Planning Application SD03A/0369 and will the Manager confirm that an assurance has been given to the Parks Department that M/s Townlink Construction Ltd would make a donation of 7000 Euro to re-instate this land to an appropriate standard and also replace a number of trees that have been removed and will the Manager make a detailed statement on the numerous issues raised within this question?".

REPLY:

Townlink Construction Ltd. have recently reinstated that part of the open space at Bancroft Park which was disturbed during the development of the adjoining apartment complex.  

The area was subsequently inspected by the Parks Department following which Townlink Construction Ltd. have been requested to arrange for the removal of remaining rubble from the open space and for the lowering of a manhole cover to enable grass cutting when the grass has re-established.  

A sum of €5000 has been received by the Council from Townlink Construction Ltd. as agreed in respect of replacement tree planting on the open space.  These trees will be planted as part of the 2006/07 Arboricultural Programme.

CLEAN UP OF GREEN AREA ADJACENT TO TYMON BAWN COMMUNITY CENTRE
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager to have arranged a comprehensive clean up of the green area adjacent to Tymon Bawn Community Centre which is regularly used by local sports clubs/schools and which has been littered with broken glass/debris in recent weeks and will the Manager make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY: 

The open space at Tymon Bawn Community Centre is cleaned on a weekly basis.

In view of the frequency and quantity of litter discarded on this open space, much of which is associated with customers of the local shops, it is not possible to keep the area completely free of litter at all times. 

Approximately 4 no. black refuse sacks of litter are picked from this open space each week and on a monthly basis the area behind the wall along the Firhouse Road West is also picked and generates a further 20 bags of litter each time it is picked.  

The Litter Warden for the area is being informed of the situation in this area.

With regard to the issue of broken glass, it is condition of the Council’s pitch letting agreement that each club allocated a pitch is required to check the surface for glass and other objects prior to the playing of matches.

REMOVAL OF BOLLARDS
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager to have arranged the removal of the existing bollards (2) at *details supplied.  The current bollards currently allow vehicular access at this location and also encourage anti-social activity. Please note that this issue was raised at both Roads meetings and at T.M.M. The Roads Department have suggested that it is a matter for the Parks Department. The issue could be resolved by the erection of a number of wooden bollards (similar to Springfield) and will the Manager make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:

There is an existing gap of 3m at this location which would allow a vehicle to pass through due to the position of a manhole cover within the line of the bollards.  

It is proposed to remove the existing concrete bollards and to install wooden bollards along a line that would exclude the 3 manhole covers from the grassed area and to fill in the area incorporating the manholes with concrete for maintenance practicalities.

REPLY:

The open space at Carrigmore in Citywest forms part of a larger unit of open space associated with existing housing developments at Verschoyle and Saggart Abbey. The portion of the open space associated with the new housing is currently being developed as part of the new residential development with pedestrian footpaths, stone boundary wall, new entrances, tree planting etc. 

With regard to the larger unit of open space the County Council is currently examining various options for this area. 

It is recognised that there is a need to include provision for improved sports facilities, secure boundary treatments, a network of perimeter footpaths and possibly a dedicated children’s playground, as part of the overall proposals, to serve the future active and passive recreational needs of the local population. 

The members will be informed as proposals are progressed.

REPORT ON PROPOSED BOHERBOY WATER SUPPLY SCHEME


The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

"The Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government, recently granted approval to South Dublin County Council to invite tenders for the Boherboy Water Supply Scheme.  The scheme includes a major upgrading and expansion of the water supply network and storage infrastructure in the  areas of Saggart, Rathcoole, Newcastle, Brownsbarn, Citywest, the southern parts of Tallaght and areas of Ballycragh, Old Bawn, Knocklyon, Ballyboden and Ballycullen.  The project is being funded under the Department's Water Services Investment Programme 2005 - 2007, at an estimated cost of €33m.

The area which the new scheme will serve currently has no storage reservoirs and suffers from inadequate water pressure. This scheme provides for the construction of 41km of watermain, new reservoirs at Saggart and Kiltalown and a pumping station in Saggart.

This scheme will provide consumers with a reliable, modern water storage and supply infrastructure that will benefit not only the existing population, but will also facilitate new development in the previously mentioned areas.

South Dublin County Council intends to invite tenders for the construction of the project in June 2006. The project is likely to commence in early 2007 with an expected construction period of 18 months."


Mr. Tom Moyne, Senior Engineer gave a Powerpoint presentation to the Members on the proposed water supply scheme.

INCLUSION OF BALTROTHERY IN REPLACEMENT WINDOWS/DOORS SCHEME

QUESTION: Councillor E. Maloney

"To ask the Manager to confirm the inclusion of the Council's maisonettes at Balrothery Estate in the forthcoming DOE Scheme for windows/doors replacement?"

REPLY:
All council houses built post -1996 are fitted with double glazed windows, accounting for 11% of the Council’s housing stock in the Tallaght/Rathfarnham areas. South Dublin County Council’s countywide Accelerated Gas Fired Central Heating Programme has just been successfully completed ahead of the National Anti Poverty Strategy targets. In order to maximise energy efficiency in the Council’s rented housing stock and in the interest of achieving common quality standards, the County Architects Department in association with the Housing Projects Section has decided to proceed with a number of programmes including a countywide window replacement programme and a programme of outer cavity wall insulation. 

In the first quarter of 2005 a sample survey was carried out on windows in 12 estates countywide in order to determine the fabric condition of these windows. Following analysis of the results of the survey it was decided to proceed with a pilot programme of 622 units in designated estates as follows: Kilcarrig Estate, Killinarden Estate, Drumcairn Estate, Tallaght and St Marks Estate, Clondalkin. Funding for this pilot programme was notified from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government in March 2006. The tendering procedure is currently in process for this window upgrade programme. The closing date for receipt of completed tenders is 9/06/2006. It is anticipated that this programme will commence by Autumn 2006. 

Subsequent phases of this programme have not been decided on as yet, as this will depend on progress in the pilot programme. There are 12 maisonettes and 4 Council rented dwellings in Balrothery, which were built in 1978. As this is a countywide programme the Council’s maisonettes in Balrothery Estate will be included under the above programme. The Architectural Services Department has indicated that based on the numbers of dwellings requiring double glazed units and the scope of works involved, the programme is likely to be phased over the 6 year period 2006-2011.

"To ask the Manager to outline what alternative the Housing Department intend to propose in response to the dissatisfaction by local residents to the proposed "infill housing scheme" at Castletymon?"

REPLY:
Plans have been prepared for a Social and Affordable Housing Infill Project of 67 number units on lands at Castletymon Court, Tymon North, Tallaght, Dublin 24 fronting Tymon North Park, Tymon North Road, St Aongus Road and St Aongus Crescent and backing onto the rear of Tymon North Gardens and the side of the shopping units at Castletymon Green, Tallaght, Dublin 24. The proposed development comprises 29 number five person two storey units in terrace format, 24 number three person own door apartment units in eight individual three storey blocks at corner locations; and 14 number four person two storey units in terrace format.  The works will include local landscaping to new and existing areas, traffic calming/traffic management works at all roads fronting the project, and all necessary associated ancillary works. The Plans and drawings of the proposed development are on display at the Headquarters of South Dublin County Council until Thursday 15th June 2006.  Submissions or observations with respect to this matter can be submitted up to and including Thursday, 29th June, 2006. 

At the request of local residents, a meeting was held on Wednesday 7th June 2006 which was attended by staff from Housing Construction and Architects Department. At the meeting a presentation on the scheme was made and discussions were held with local residents in relation to the proposed infill site. 
The residents raised some concerns regarding reduced open space; three storey units, and to higher density vis a vis existing housing in the area.  Council officials responded to the concerns raised and outlined their responses.  

It was agreed that the design of the scheme would be re-examined in the light of the matters raised and that a further consultation would be arranged in due course to outline for the benefit of the residents the responses of the Council. A detailed report on the Part 8 process will be made to the July meeting of the Council.

The number of applicants in the top 100 of the Tallaght Housing Lists (including Central and West Tallaght) for accommodation in 1,2,3 or 4 bedroom type units living in estates listed is as follows:-

St Aonghus, Tymon North, Castle Tymon, Tymonville     =      7

Glenview Balrothery, Brookmount, Hazelbrook, Castlepark, Castlelawns   =   8

These applicants have been on the Council's Housing list for an average of 6 years. 

There are 3,100 applicants on the current November 2005 Housing list who have expressed a preference for the Central Tallaght Area.  In Central Tallaght this year to date there have been 5 tenancies granted - all to 1 bedroom units, whereas 74 tenancies have been granted to the West Tallaght housing area, the majority being 3 bedroom units.  In the period 2003 to 2005 334 tenancies have been granted in the Tallaght housing area, 22 of these to the Central Tallaght area.  Central Tallaght is a highly sought after housing area with few vacancies, the majority of housing applicants who express a preference for both Central and West Tallaght will be offered housing accommodation in the West Tallaght area primarily.

REPLY:
The Council's Housing Strategy, which is prepared in accordance with Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000, was adopted by the Council at its meeting held on the 11th June 2001. This Strategy was reviewed and now forms an integral part of the County Development Plan 2004 - 2010, which was adopted by the Council on the 10th November2004.

The strategy requires 15% of all residential developments be reserved for Social /Affordable purposes.

To date 406 affordable units have been procured throughout the County.

It is anticipated that in the next six months, the following Affordable Housing units will come on stream in the Tallaght Area and be available for purchase through the Council's Property Path Office:

· Loftus Hall, Belgard Square West: 20 units 

· Keenbury Development, Belgard Square North: 66 units 

· Deerpark: 18 units 

However it is difficult to accurately predict, when exactly units will become available as there are factors outside the control of the Council that impact on the completion of units i.e. date development commences on site, climatic conditions, economic conditions etc.

In addition to the above negotiations are ongoing with a number of developers in respect of securing Part V Agreements for developments within the remit of the Tallaght Area Committee.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated wa CONSIDERED;

"The Council, at its Special Adjourned Meeting held on 9th May 2005, adopted the Traveller Accommodation Programme 2005-2008. During the course of the meeting the following motion was tabled by Councillor C. Jones and seconded by Councillor Eamonn Walsh:

“That this Council in the provision of a Group Housing scheme for Fortunestown ‘B’ commits to achieving the urgent essential services for the people of West Tallaght supports the implementation of a timetable, concluding December 2007.  This timetable to include:

· The provision of a comprehensive social integration programme within local schools

· Provision of additional crèche and playground facilities

· The sustainable operation of the existing all-weather pitches

· The sustainable operation of the local Swimming Pool

· The upgrading of St. Aidan’s Halting Site

· The sustainable operation of the Brookfield Community & Youth Facility.

This timetable to be subject to a six-monthly report to the Tallaght Area Committee commencing June 2005.”

Following discussion the motion was passed.

Group Housing Scheme at Fortunestown

A report on Public Notification procedure under Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001- 2003 for the proposed construction of Traveller-specific accommodation comprising ten group houses and all necessary associated ancillary works on a site at Fortunestown, Tallaght, Dublin 24 was noted by the Council at its meeting on 11th July 2005. 

Construction of the ten group houses is ongoing and work is scheduled to be completed later this year.

Schools Programme

Prior to 9th May 2005 there had been a series of meetings with the Principal of St. Aidan’s Community School. The programmes that operate within the school already are impressive and include breakfast clubs, homework clubs, the School Completion Programme and indeed the school was the first in Dublin (second nationally) to introduce the Discipline for Learning Programme a number of years ago.  

Further discussions have taken place between the Council, the Department of Education & Science and St. Aidan’s Community school with regard to developing a detailed proposal on the creation of an e-learning project which will enhance educational achievement among new school entrants.  

Teachers in the school have been issued with laptops and have undergone necessary training.  

An e-champion to assist staff in the school is currently being recruited.  

Crèche and Playground facilities

The provision of these facilities is reported in detail in the West Tallaght Study and its associated updates. The report also includes details of the additional crèche and playground facilities which are being provided in the area as part of the overall development of the area. 

Childcare facilities have already been provided in Jobstown and in a number of the private developments constructed in the area on foot of planning permissions. A site has been reserved and a design approved for an additional childcare facility in Brookfield adjacent to the Community/Youth facility at present under construction. An application for funding for this project is at present being finalised. A site has also been reserved and a design is at Part 8 approval stage for the childcare facility in Fortunestown. A report on the completion of the Part 8 process at present underway will be made to the next meeting of the Council. When approved the construction of this childcare facility will be incorporated as an integral element of the construction tender and will be constructed as part of the overall scheme.

The provision of playground facilities was also an integral element of the West Tallaght Study. One of the required facilities is being provided as an integral element of the Community/Youth facility which is under construction at present. Another playground facility is also included in the current Part 8 process for Fortunestown which will the subject of a report to next month’s Council meeting. As with the childcare facility, the playground facility will be incorporated as an integral element of the construction tender and will be constructed as part of the overall scheme. The current Part 8 also makes provision for the construction of a community café and additional community rooms.

All Weather Pitches

The Council is represented on the Board which oversees the management of the Jobstown all weather pitches. The pitches are managed by Jobstown All Weather Pitch Ltd. The operation of the pitches is satisfactory. The Council will continue to be involved in this project.

Swimming Pool

The swimming pool and sports hall development is progressing well and is expected to be completed by September 2006. A management company to provide services to the facility has been approved and heads of agreements are in place.  

The management company will launch a campaign (involving school visits, information days, etc.) to inform residents in the area about the facility in August.

St. Aidan’s Residential Caravan Park

As previously agreed, it is proposed in conjunction with the construction of the five group houses, to carry out upgrading/refurbishment works to the existing residential caravan park. 

The initial proposal was to address the environmental upgrade of the area to the front of the existing site and was to be designed in a manner so as to integrate the existing developments with the new developments. The existing residential caravan site was substantially upgraded a number of years ago including the upgrading of the community facilities on site and the provision of an indoor area for games such as handball and boxing. The area to the west of the site entrance has been upgraded to include a newly planted landscaped area in order to integrate the new Group Housing with the existing development and the existing caretaker’s house. 

The carrying out of further upgrading/refurbishment works to the area to the east of existing residential caravan park has been deferred pending a review of the use of the existing community and sports facilities on site being carried out in conjunction with the Tallaght Travellers Services – St Aidans Traveller Centre Tallaght. Following a recent meeting with the Project Team, certain further additional information has been requested. On receipt of their reply a final decision on the matter will be made. 

Brookfield Community and Youth Facility

As outlined in the last report to the Area Committee, the facility is on schedule and it is anticipated that it will be completed in October of this year.

The refurbishment of the existing Brookfield Community Centre is complete and the centre is now fully operational."  

Following discussion to which councillors M. Corr, M. Daly, C. Jones and J. Daly contributed Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.

REPORT ON IMPLEMENTATION OF TRAVELLER ACCOMMODATION PROGRAMME 2005 - 2008
The report by the Manger which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

"The assessment of Traveller accommodation needs conducted in association with the process leading to the adoption of the Traveller Accommodation Programme 2005 - 2008 indicated that there is a need to provide 215 units of Traveller-specific accommodation throughout the County during the course of the programme.  This accommodation is to cater for both immediate requirements and future family formations.

To date, 31 units of Traveller-specific accommodation have been delivered throughout the county under the 2005 – 2008 programme and it is anticipated that 28 units of permanent accommodation will be completed in 2006.

The Council adopted the Traveller Accommodation Programme 2005 – 2008 unanimously on 9th May 2005.

The incomplete elements of the previous accommodation programme form the first phase of the current accommodation programme.

The following is the current position on developments at various stages of delivery in this Area Committee’s jurisdiction.

"On the 10th February 2006 Estate Management Section, Housing Department organized a clean up of the laneway at the rear of 141 Balrothery Estate.  Since then the residents have maintained the upkeep of the laneway.  No further complaints have been received in regard to anti social behaviour.  

It has been agreed with the residents that a gate will be erected at the entrance to the laneway.  A contractor has been engaged and the work will be completed within the next two months. 

It should be noted that the gating of laneways can often fail to provide a satisfactory solution to the problems that can arise and the Council’s preferred option is to incorporate laneways into gardens where possible. 

In this instance the situation will be monitored following the erection of the gate.

INFILL HOUSING SCHEME AT CASTLETYMON
It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney and seconded by Councillor K. Warren.
"That this Committee calls on the Manager, in response to the dissatisfaction by local residents to the proposed "infill housing scheme" at Castletymon, to modify the scheme in consultation with local residents"

The following report by the Manager was READ:
"Plans have been prepared for a Social and Affordable Housing Infill Project of 67 number units on lands at Castletymon Court, Tymon North, Tallaght, Dublin 24 fronting Tymon North Park, Tymon North Road, St Aongus Road and St Aongus Crescent and backing onto the rear of Tymon North Gardens and the side of the shopping units at Castletymon Green, Tallaght, Dublin 24. The proposed development comprises 29 number five person two storey units in terrace format, 24 number three person own door apartment units in eight individual three storey blocks at corner locations; and 14 number four person two storey units in terrace format.  The works will include local landscaping to new and existing areas, traffic calming/traffic management works at all roads fronting the project, and all necessary associated ancillary works. The Plans and drawings of the proposed development are on display at the Headquarters of South Dublin County Council until Thursday 15th June 2006.  Submissions or observations with respect to this matter can be submitted up to and including Thursday, 29th June, 2006. 
At the request of local residents, a meeting was held on Wednesday 7th June 2006 which was attended by staff from Housing Construction and Architects Department. At the meeting a presentation on the scheme was made and discussions were held with local residents in relation to the proposed infill site. The residents raised some concerns regarding reduced open space; three storey units, and to higher density vis a vis existing housing in the area.  Council officials responded to the concerns raised and outlined their responses. 

It was agreed that the design of the scheme would be re-examined in the light of the matters raised and that a further consultation would be arranged in due course to outline for the benefit of the residents the responses of the Council. A detailed report on the Part 8 process will be made to the July meeting of the Council."


Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, summarised the report.

An amendment in the names of Councillors M. Daly, C. King, M. Murphy, J. Neville and K. Warren was put to the Area Committee.  It was proposed by Councillor M. Daly seconded by Councillor E. Maloney that the motion be amended by adding the following words at the end of the motion:

"and report to the September Tallaght Area (1) meeting and removing the item from the July Agenda."

Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, indicated that the recommendation of the Committee to defer the completion of the Part 8 process would impact severely on the Council's ability to meet its social housing obligations as set out in the adopted Housing Action Plan.

The motion as AMENDED was AGREED.
