Reply:
Following the adoption of the Play Policy by the Council at the meeting of the 10th July, 2006, it is proposed to proceed with the improvement of existing playgrounds and the construction of additional playgrounds throughout the County.  
In accordance with Action No. 2 of the Play Policy document, a 5 year programme for developing and implementing playgrounds and play spaces within regional and neighbourhood parks has been drafted and will be presented for consideration to a meeting of the Strategic Policy Committee for Sport, Recreation, Community & Parks on September 13, 2006.
