Tn relation to the attached correspondence from South Dublin County Council pleasé
note that the permanent or regular presence of a Garda on point duty at both or either
Jocation is not a practical or effective solution to the problem.

The junction of Fortunestown Way and Cookstown (Cheeverstown) Road is a
particularly busy junction. The volume of traffic has increased due to the large scale
development in the area. The opening of the swimming pool nearby will increase the
volume of vehicular, pedestrian and cycle traffic. Having regard to this and in the
interest of safety I recommend that traffic lights be installed at the junction
incorporating both filter lights and pedestrian lights. This will also have the positive
effect ol slowing down traffic approaching the junction on Cookstown Road.

For the same reasons I also recommend the installation of traffic lights incorporating
hoth fiiter lights and pedestrian lights at the junction of Jobstown Road and
Fortunestown Way. The lights will also assist in slowing down the traffic on
