QUESTION: Councillor E. Maloney
"To ask the Manager to detail the Council's response to the ruling from the Health & Safety Authority in relation to the crane at the building site on Greenhills Road and the safety of the family in the nearby cottage?"

REPLY:

The erection, construction or placing on land on, in, over or under which, or on land adjoining which, development consisting of works (other than mining) is being or is about to be, carried out pursuant to a permission under the Act or as exempted development, of structures, works, plant or machinery needed temporarily in connection with that development during the period in which it is being carried out is exempt from requiring the benefit of planning permission (Class 16, Schedule 2 – Part 1, Planning & Development Regulations, 2001)
The crane being used in connection with the development of apartments at Greenhills Road falls within the above category. Under the Regulations, the crane must be removed on completion of the development. In the interim, there is no action open to the Planning Authority in respect of its erection or its use.
Following the receipt of concerns by and on behalf of the resident of the adjoining cottage, the issue of the placing of the crane was referred to the Health & Safety Authority (HSA) who has carried out its own inspection of the site. 
The primary responsibility for Health and Safety on this site rests with the developer and is monitored by the HSA.  The Planning Authority has no function in this regard.
