Arts Development Workers -RAPID

With regard to an application made by the Arts Office in 2004 for funding from the Dormant Accounts Board to support a two year arts development programme in the RAPID areas Clondalkin and one in West Tallaght, and the subsequent approval of this application, the Arts Office recently appointed two part time arts development workers. 

The Arts Office followed a process of open competition promoting theses opportunities through local and national information networks, database contacts and advertising in national and local newspapers. The selection panels were composed of the Arts Officer, a RAPID Co-ordinator for each of the two areas and artistic expertise.

The two arts development workers have been engaged to work primarily with young people (13-25yrs) in North Clondalkin and in the West Tallaght RAPID areas. The programme is co-funded by Pobal and South Dublin County Council.

· Fiona Galvin, percussionist, engaged to develop a music education service in North Clondalkin, to implement an intercultural dance project with 12-15yr olds, to initiate an intergenerational project, and to engage the wider community in an arts network.

· Olivia Fitzsimons, film maker, to develop a film and visual education programme in West Tallaght, implement a music project, and to engage the wider community in an arts network.
