South Dublin County Council Artist Bursary Awards 2006 

South Dublin County Council annually awards bursaries to artists who live or work in the county, to support a significant development in their career, through innovation, education, travel, and project development. The bursary awards are supported by the Arts Council.
In 2006 the total award fund available to artists across all disciplines was €11,000. The maximum award available to any individual artist is €2500. A total of seventeen applicants were received this year, a number of these being new applicants, indicating a growing awareness of the bursary awards by artists living or working in South Dublin County. 
The awards are widely promoted through advertising in local media, through library branches, national and local arts resource organisations and through direct mailing to artists. The competition is judged by a panel of peers. John Lawlor, Musician & Lecturer in Music, D.C.U., Bríd Dukes, Director of the Civic Theatre, Dermot Bolger, Writer & Editor and Caroline Orr,  Public Art Co-Ordinator, South Dublin County Council participated in the judging panel in 2006 making the following awards.
The recipients of South Dublin County Council Artist Bursary Awards 2006 are:

- Musician, Siobhan Daffy (€2,000) to develop a Sound and Vision: a Community Arts Initiative in Jobstown, Tallaght.
- Performing Artist, Brendan Murray (€1,000) to complete a full length script for stage over a four week period at the Tyrone Guthrie Centre.
- Contemporary Dance Artist, Emma Fitzgerald (€1,000) towards a seven week studio based residency in Genesis П project, that focus’ on performance, education and documentation.
- Writer, Larry O’Loughlin (€1,000) to develop a literary & theatrical work on the Irish who fought for Mexico in the American Mexican War of 1846-1848.
- Storyteller, Niall De Burca (€1,000) to develop a new original storytelling show for adults.
- Visual Artist, Sinead Curran (€2,000) to develop and implement an art therapy project in Tallaght Hospital.
- Visual Artist, Ken Lambert (€2,000) towards the completion of work for a solo exhibition at the Cross Gallery.
- Musician, Kate Hearne (€1000) to complete post-graduate training in cello and recorder performance.
Bursary for Certificate in Youth Arts 2006
The newly introduced South Dublin County Council Bursary for Certificate in Youth Arts 2006 (€1000) was awarded to musician Aisling Ennis, a member of the National Youth Orchestra from Rathcoole. The purpose of this award is to enable an artist to participate towards this certificate course in Youth Arts which is certified by NUI Maynooth. The course provides an understanding of youth arts as well as offering a contextual and practice-based approach to using the arts with young people. It is the first opportunity many participants already working in the youth arts field will have to certify their own experiential learning. The award was judged by Ruairí O’ Cuiv, Curator and Arts Consultant.
PROJECT AWARD 2007 - Amateur, Voluntary and Community Arts
This second newly introduced award is aimed at amateur, voluntary and community arts organisations based in South Dublin County to pursue an innovative or developmental project in 2007. The Project Award 2007 was awarded to F-Troupe Community Drama Group from Fettercairn in Tallaght. The group will receive €3,000 towards their project to develop new, original drama for adults. The award was judged by Ruairí O’ Cuiv, Curator and Arts Consultant.
