MOTION: Cllr. Maire Ardagh
That the Manager waive the fee for residents making a planning application for the installation of solar panels on their homes and will he make representations to the Department of the Environment on the matter?
Report

In order to erect solar panels where planning permission is required, a full planning application would have to be made. This would presently require the payment of a fee of €34 as set out in Schedule 9 of the Planning and Development Regulations, 2001. This is the minimum fee payable in respect of a planning application.
The circumstances in which fees are or are not payable in relation to an application, is set out in Part 12 of the Planning and Development Regulations, 2001. Article 157 sets out particular cases where an application for a development is exempted from payment of a fee. The installation of solar panels could not be deemed to fall into the exempted categories included in Article 157.

In the event of the motion being agreed the Planning Department will write to the Department of the Environment Heritage and Local Government in respect of this matter.
