“To ask the Manager to report on the situation in relation to the operation of the unauthorized Roundabout Van Sales business on Walkinstown Roundabout and will he give a report on the matter?”
REPLY:

A plot of land lying between St Peter’s Road and Cromwellsfort Road, Walkinstown is in the ownership of the proprietor of the nearby public house and has been used as an overflow car park for the patrons of the public house. It appears that the plot has not been used for car parking for some time and was recently leased to the proprietor of Roundabout Van Sales. 

 

During a recent inspection, both the landowner and proprietor of the van sales company were advised verbally that the change of use is not considered exempt from the requirement to obtain planning permission.

Planning permission, subject to conditions, was granted by An Bord Pleanála for the “demolition of existing two-storey house and the construction of a three-storey apartment block over basement car parking consisting of 24 number apartments comprising of four number one bedroom apartments, 19 number two bedroom apartments and one number three bedroom apartment, 24 number basement car parking spaces, bicycle parking, three number surface car parking spaces, landscaping, planting, new entrance to include pedestrian access and associated site development works at Cedar Grove, Firhouse Road, Templeogue, Dublin (reg. ref. SD03A/0789 refers).”

 

Following the commencement of development, concerns were expressed by local residents that the development may not have been carried out in accordance with the permission. Of particular concern were the removal of trees from the site and the use of the footpath and grass verge immediately outside the site for parking of their cars by employees.

 

Parking on public roadways and footpaths is a matter for the Gardaí and this particular issue has been brought to the attention of the Gardai,  Rathfarnham Garda Station.

 

The permission granted by An Bord Pleanála required the developer to submit, prior to the commencement of development, detailed proposals for agreement in relation to the materials, colours and textures of external finishes, a management scheme providing adequate measures relating to the future maintenance of private open spaces, roads and communal areas and proposals to landscape the site.

 

As the required proposals had not been submitted, an Enforcement Notice pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 was served on the developer on 26 April 2006 requiring him to cease work on the site until his proposals to comply with the above conditions were received. The developer has submitted his proposals in relation to landscaping the site. These proposals are being examined at present.  

 

 

Rosemount Shopping Centre, Marian Road
Planning permission was granted on 29 June 2005 for “Alterations to previously approved planning permission register reference No. SD04A/0449 to incorporate a single storey rear extension to include 2 no. offices, goods store, elevational changes and all associated site works” at Unit 7, Rosemount Shopping Centre, Marian Road, Rathfarnham.

 

The approved plans indicated a height of 3.960 metres at the north-west corner of the extension. Following receipt of complaints concerning the height of the extension, measurements taken by the area Planning Inspector showed that the structure at the north-west corner was 5.767 metres high. A Warning Letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Planning & Development Act, 200 was served on the owner on 2 February 2006.

 

A planning application for “Retention of works to previously approved planning permission no's. SD04A/0449 & SD05A/0223, namely raising of roof structure, increase of parapet height, minor amendments to elevations and all associated site works” was submitted on 13 March 2006. a decision to refuse permission was made on 27 April 2006. This decision was not appealed to An Bord Pleanála. 

 

An Enforcement Notice was served on the shop’s owners on 3 May 2006 requiring that they reduce the height of the building to the height indicated on the approved plans. They were allowed 10 weeks (i.e. until 14 July 2006) to complete this work.

 

A further planning application was lodged on 24 May 2006 for “Retention of alterations to previously approved planning permission (Reg. Ref. SD04A/0449 & SD05A/0223), namely retention of finished modified height to northern, eastern and western elevations and revised elevational treatment to northern elevation; minor internal alterations, provision of plant to flat roof area, landscaping treatment and all associated site works”. This application proposed a reduction in the height of the wall by a minimum of 0.7 metres and a maximum of 1.25 metres. These revisions provided for an increase in height of 0.994 metres over the original proposal. A decision to grant permission was made by the Council on 18 July 2006. This decision is currently under appeal to An Bord Pleanala.

Reason: To ensure the adequate future maintenance of this private development in the interest of residential amenity.

 

7.         The site shall be landscaped in accordance with a (tree survey and) landscaping scheme which shall be submitted to the planning authority for agreement before development commences.  This scheme shall include:

 

(a)        A plan to scale of not less than 1/500 showing-

 

(i)         the trees to be removed and those to be retained, indicating species, heights, crown spread and condition

 

(ii)        the species and setting of all new planting

 

(iii)       proposals for levelling, mounding  and surface treatment of communal areas including hard surfaced areas of public open space;

 

(b)     l landscape management plan to include details of the measures to protect existing trees and shrubs during the construction phase; and 

 

(c)        A timescale for the implementation of this scheme indicating details of phasing.

 

Reason:  In the interest of visual amenity.

 

As the required proposals had not been submitted, an Enforcement Notice pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 was served on the developer on 26 April 2006 requiring him to cease work on the site until his proposals to comply with the above conditions were received. The developer has submitted his proposals in relation to landscaping the site. These proposals are being examined at present by the area Planner. 

 

Further enforcement action in relation to this matter is being held in abeyance pending consideration of the compliance documents submitted.

"To ask the Manager for a report regarding Enforcement Matter S/4726?"

Reply:

Article 86 (1) (a)(i) of the Planning & Development Regulations, 2001 provides that the provisions of the Planning & Development Act 2000 relating to development consisting of the provision of “Garda stations or other buildings, or other premises or installations, or other structures or facilities, used for the purposes of or in connection with the operations of An Garda Síochána” shall be exempt from requiring planning permission.

Article 86 (1) (d) further provides that the Act shall not apply to “development consisting of the carrying out of any works within, or bounding, the curtilage of a building, premises or other installation referred to in paragraph (a), insofar as such works are incidental to the use of such building, premises or installation.” While works carried out under subsection (1) (a) of Article 86 require the publication of prior notice and the erection of a notice on site, no such requirement pertains to subsection (d).

Planning permission was granted on 9 June 2000 for the “Retention of an existing cabin, to form part of the digital mobile telecommunications network” at Rathfarnham Garda Station. The replacement of a telecommunications antennae support structure could be considered as exempt from a requirement to obtain planning permission, subject to certain conditions and limitations, (Class 31, Schedule 2, Part 1, Planning & Development Regulations, 2001). Conflicting information has been received as to who has erected this replacement mast. The height of the replacement mast compared to the previous mast is also pertinent to this case

The Office of Public Works is the agency responsible for the maintenance of Garda Stations. The OPW has been asked to supply details of the replacement mast so that a determination can be made as to whether it complies fully with the requirements of the Regulations.

REPORT:
“An inspection of the mast erected at Greenhills Industrial Estate was carried out by the Planning Inspector.  It appears that the mast may have been provided by O2, a statutory service provider of a telecommunications service. Statutory undertakers of telecommunications services are exempt from the requirement to obtain planning permission for the erection of masts on commercial buildings, subject to conditions and limitations, (Class 31 (k), Schedule 2, Part 1, Planning & Development Regulations, 2001).

 

In this instance O2 did not comply fully with the Regulations in that details of the mast were not forwarded to the Planning Authority as required.  

 

 

Accordingly a Warning Letter dated 25th August 2006 pursuant to Section 152 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 has been served on the land owners and the occupiers of the premises. 

 

As a person served with the Warning Letter, he/ she may make submissions to the Planning Authority in relation to the contents of the letter within 4 weeks of the date of the letter. 

 

Should the Planning Authority, following further investigation of the lands, consider that unauthorised development has been carried out, an Enforcement Notice may be served.

It was intended by the developer that this estate would not be offered for taking in charge to the council but would remain private and the planning permission required that a management company would be set up to take charge of the maintenance and up-keep of the estate.

It was agreed at the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting of 14th February 2006 that the Council’s Building Control Section would facilitate a meeting between the developers, Clayworth Investments Limited, and the residents of Edenbrook Manor, with a view to finding a resolution of the situation.  A letter dated 17th February 2006, informed the developer of this proposal.

The principal of Clayworth Investments Ltd. has stated that he is prepared to meet the residents of Edenbrook Manor with a view to resolving the issues involved. 

Arrangements are being put in place and it is anticipated that this meeting will take place during week ending 15th September 2006.”

REPORT ON PLANNING APPLICATION SD06A/0360

It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott. 
"That the Manager present a full report on Planning Application No.SD06A/0360 and  Planning Application: SD/06A/0361 and note my objections to the applications."

The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED:  
REPORT:
“Planning Register Reference SD06A/0360 was received on 10th May 2006 from Vodafone Ireland Ltd. at Palmer Park/Pearse Brothers Park, Ballyboden, Dublin 16, for permanent retention of a 20 metre high telecommunications support structure with 6 no. 0.3 metre diameter link dishes, 3 no. 0.6 metre diameter link dishes, 3 no. 1.9 metre high panel antenna and 6 no. 1.3 metre high pane antenna, erected on the structure; a 2.4 metre high security fence with access gate; 3 no. associated equipment shelters measuring approx. 0.8m2 each, 1 no. associated equipment shelter measuring approx 1.2m2, 4 no. associated equipment shelters measuring approx. 1m2 and 2 no. associated equipment shelters measuring 0.6m2 each and all associated site development works.  This development had temporary permission under Reg. Ref. S95A/0520, An Bord Pleanala Ref. PL 06S.098068 which lapsed on 15th May 2001.

A decision was made by the Council to Refuse Permission for Retention on 4th July 2006 for the following reasons:

1. The proposed development, by virture of its scale and design, would have a negative impact on the visual amenity of the area, and would therefore seriously injure the amenities, or depreciate the value, of property in the vicinity.
2. Having regard to the proximity of the proposed antennae within 100 metres of a residential area and a school it is considered that the proposed development would materially contravene section 12.10.1 iii of the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004-2010 regarding the location of antennae. Thus the proposed development would be contrary to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.
A First Party appeal was lodged with An Bórd Pleanála on 31st July 2006.  A decision is due from An Bórd Pleanála on or before 20th November 2006.

Planning Register Reference SD06A/0361 was received on 10th May 2006 from Hutchison 3G Ireland Limited for construction of a 30m high cellular tree with 3 no. 1.7 metre antenna and 3 no. 0.3 metre radio link dishes attached, associated equipment cabinets and fencing for a new 3G broadband network.  This development will be carried out within the curtilage of a Protected Structure at Pearse Museum, Sarah Curran Avenue, Rathfarnham, Dublin 16.

A decision was made by the Council to Refuse Permission on 3rd July 2006 for the following reason:

It is considered that the proposed development in the form of a 30m high fake tree with cabinets and palisade fencing would represent an inappropriate intrusion into the 18th Century designed parkland setting of the Pearse Museum, a Protected Structure (Ref. 293). The proposed development would therefore be seriously injurious to the amenity of a national heritage site and to the setting of a Protected Structure and would materially contravene the zoning objective at this location, namely 'To preserve and provide for Open Space and Recreational Amenity'. The development would also contravene a Specific Development Plan Objective 'to protect and preserve Trees and Woodlands' at this location. The proposed development is therefore contrary to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.
