"That the Manager report on the serious environmental issues arising from the overdevelopment of the yard at the rear of Muckross Avenue, Muckross green and Rockfield Avenue – noise of trucks accessing yard through narrow laneway, diesel fumes from trucks parked waiting to access laneway polluting the air, building materials blowing into houses and gardens and business being conducted outside of business hours and on a Saturday, and to state what action the Council proposes to take to rectify the situation.”
Report:
The investigation of this ongoing complaint is in progress by the Environmental Health Officers.  Noise log sheets have been sent to the complainant and a record of noisy incidents are being recorded to formulate a profile of the premises.  Environmental Health Officers visited this site before 08.00 hours on 31st August 2006 and carried out a spot check on the business in question.  A formal letter was subsequently issued by the Council to the company informing them to restrict their hours of operation involving any noisy activities to between 08.00am-18:00pm Monday to Friday and 09.00 –13:00 on a Saturday.  The company have responded that they will comply with these terms but have requested an additional 30 minutes on Saturday as occasionally their trucks get delayed in traffic on their way back to site. This is a reasonable request which will be allowed.

 

Further regular on-the-spot and unannounced inspections have been carried out in September on these premises to observe the level of dust nuisance. The Environmental Health Officers will investigate the feasibility of installing a dust monitor in the complainant’s garden for a prolonged period to clarify the precise level of dust present.
