Correspondence is ongoing between the Council and the Chief State Solicitor’s Office regarding the clarification of details in relation to the Company and title issues with a view to progressing the various procedures necessary  t enable the Minister to waive his interest in the lands in favour of the Council.  

The future use of the site will be reviewed once the title issues have been resolved."

"That this committee discusses the issue of the deplorable condition of the footpaths in Templeogue Village - with the aid of an up to date report  on the meeting that was to be arranged with the Traders following the June meeting." 

The following report by the Manager was READ:
REPORT:
 

Roads Department recently met with a number of the traders/lease holders in the Village. They are unwilling to transfer ownership of those areas in front of their premises which they state are required for customer parking. It was pointed out that South Dublin County Council cannot carry out maintenance or repairs in those areas that are not in our charge and also that Council Public Liability insurance does not cover the areas in question.

 

The main areas not in charge are as follows:

 South Side of Road 

 1.         Area in front of Tennis Club- tarmac surface lined for parking spaces- in good condition; Boundary is back of concrete footpath. 

2.         Area in front of group of shops incl: Massey Funeral Home, Shannon Pharmacy, “The Hair Studio” hairdresser, and Silvio’s chip shop. Surface is concrete which is rutted, cracked and in poor condition. The area is used for customer parking. Boundary is the drainage channel on south side of cycletrack. 

3.         Area in front of Centra Foodmarket and O’Briens Wine shop. Surface is of 400x400 paving slabs some of which are uneven and loose. This area in surrounded by decorative steel bollards (no parking). Boundary is the drainage channel on south side of cycletrack. 

 

 Note: The area in front of the Templeogue Inn and adjacent shops is in charge and currently being maintained. The footpath in front of Hollingsworth Cycle shop is also in charge.

  

North Side of Road 

 1.         The only area not in charge on north side of road is the area in front of the AIB Bank and adjacent shop / post office. This area is of cobble lock and is used for customer parking- good condition. 

 

Note: all other areas on north side of road are in Council charge, incl areas in front of Italian Restaurant, Webb Hardware, Duke Tyres, medical clinic and Maxol Garage. Boundary is face of buildings. In the case of Maxol, boundary is face of perimeter low wall. 

   In 1999 / 2000 a Village and Urban Renewal scheme was carried out in the Village which replaced and reconstructed the footpaths and provided cycle track, traffic calming ramps, build-outs, and some on-street parking spaces. Although 6 to 7 years old, the area is in good condition with the exception of minor repairs needed to bricks and slabs, possibly due to being driven upon by vehicles accessing private parking. 

   

The main concern of the traders is the lack of short term parking. They refused in 1999 to transfer ownership of the areas. A 35 space free car park was provided in 2000 behind Hollingsworth cycle shop. This appears to be used as a long term parking facility by members of the public who drive to Templeogue and proceed into city centre by bus. SDCC Traffic Section is in the process of introducing a paid parking scheme in the village along with additional spaces in the “piggery” site. It is anticipated that a proposal will be ready for part 8 shortly.

 Following contributions from Councillors C. Keane, E. Walsh, S. Laing, M. Ardagh and T. McDermott, Mr. D. Ryan, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised and it was AGREED to take this matter up with the traders and to present a further report to the Committee in 3 months time.

Complaints were received in relation to the erection of a mobile telecommunications support mast on Rathfarnham Garda Station.

Under the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 (Article 86 (1)(a)(i) the provision of “Garda stations or other buildings, or other premises or installations, or other structures or facilities, used for the purposes of or in connection with the operations of An Garda Síochána” are exempt from requiring planning permission.

Further more the replacement of a telecommunications antennae support structure could be considered as exempt from a requirement to obtain planning permission, subject to certain conditions and limitations, (Class 31, Schedule 2, Part 1, Planning & Development Regulations, 2001).

Not withstanding the relevant exemptions outlined above, the erection of the mast on the Garda Station is subject of an investigation by Planning Enforcement.  In this regard, contact has been made with the OPW as the registered land owners of the Garda Station, the telecommunications company who have carried out works on the mast, and the Gardai.

Details submitted to Planning Enforcement by the telecommunications company in relation to the mast are currently under examination to ascertain whether or not the mast erected is in compliance with the requirements of the Regulations.

The circumstances in which fees are or are not payable in relation to an application, is set out in Part 12 of the Planning and Development Regulations, 2001. Article 157 sets out particular cases where an application for a development is exempted from payment of a fee. The installation of solar panels could not be deemed to fall into the exempted categories included in Article 157.

In the event of the motion being agreed the Planning Department will write to the Department of the Environment Heritage and Local Government in respect of this matter”.

TR/680/06  ENFORCEMENT ACTION – BUILDERS YARD

It  was proposed by Councillor S. Laing and seconded by Councillor M. Ardagh
“That the Manager give a full detailed report of the builders yard which is situated at the rere of Muckross Avenue for many years and would he now agree that a change of use has taken place and would he now take the necessary enforcement action and that a full debate take place on this serious matter.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
REPORT:
Complaints alleging a possible unauthorised use of the yard/lands to the rear of Muckross Grove/ Avenue, Perrystown, Dublin 12 were received in March 2005. The alleged unauthorised use consisted of the establishment of a Builders Providers Business trading as SLM Providers Ltd. 

 

The lands were inspected on 1st April 2005, at which time it was noted that they had previously been used as a depot/yard by a civil engineering contractor, Chatham Pipelines Ltd., for the storage of materials to be used in civil engineering contracts, for the storage of excavated materials from such works, the parking and keeping of vehicles needed in connection with such contracts, the carrying out of mechanical repairs to such vehicles and the running of such business.  

 

The Planning Inspector reported that it could be considered that a change of use had taken place from builder’s yard/depot to a wholesale builders providers and a Warning Letter dated 29th April 2005 was served on the directors of SLM Providers Ltd. 

 

Further research showed that Enforcement proceedings were taken against Chatham Pipelines Ltd in 1989. The company were convicted and fined £800 in the District Court.  This conviction was appealed to the Circuit Court.  At the same time a Reference under Section 5 of the Local Government Act, 1963 was made to An Bord Pleanála contending that the lands had been used as a builders depot since before October 1964 and that the Planning Authority were precluded from taking enforcement action.  An Bord Pleanála decided in favour of the applicant and ruled that no change of use had taken place which would require planning permission.

 

A submission was received from Maguire McErlean Solicitors on behalf of their client SLM Providers Ltd.  In this submission SLM Providers Ltd denies that there has been any change of use in relation to the above lands and that the current use by SLM Providers Ltd is that of a builder’s yard/depot. 

 

In the light of the above history of this site, the Planning Inspector has reported that there is no evidence that a material change of use of the lands has taken place.  However, a complete review of the entire case is being undertaken, and any enforcement action that may be open to the Planning Authority in relation to this matter will be taken. 

Following contributions from Councillors S. Laing, M. Ardagh and C. Keane, Mr. M. Kenny, Senior Planner responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

“During an investigation into the mast erected at Greenhills Industrial Estate, the area Planning Inspector was informed that it has been provided by O2, a statutory service provider of a telecommunications service. Statutory undertakers of telecommunications services are exempt from the requirement to obtain planning permission for the erection of masts on commercial buildings, subject to conditions and limitations, (Class 31, Schedule 2, Part 1, Planning & Development Regulations, 2001).

In this instance O2 did not comply fully with the Regulations in that details of the mast were not forwarded to the Planning Authority as required. A Warning Letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 has been served on the owners and occupiers of the premises. O2 has now submitted details of the mast and has claimed exemption under Class 31(j) of the Regulations. These details are being examined to ensure that the mast complies fully with the conditions and limitations pertaining to Class 31(j) of Schedule 2 – Part 1, Planning & Development Regulations, 2001”.

Following contributions from Councillors, E. Walsh, C. Keane, A. White and S. Laing, Mr. M. Kenny, Senior Planner responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

“A meeting took place on Thursday 21st September at County Hall Tallaght, between representatives of the residents of Edenbrook Manor and representatives of the developers, Clayworth Investments Ltd.

The purpose of this meeting was to discuss arrangements for the handover of the responsibility of the maintenance and up-keep of the common areas in Edenbrook Manor to a management company controlled by the residents of the estate.  In order to facilitate the commencement of the legal procedure it was agreed as follows:-

1. That the developer would provide clarification to the residents in respect of the management charge being claimed by the developer in respect of the maintenance and upkeep of Edenbrook Manor and in respect of the period covered by same.

2. The amount due in respect of No 1 above would then be negotiated between the developer and the residents.

3. That details of a management company which was set up approximately 3 years ago would be supplied to the residents of Edenbrook Manor by the developer.  The residents would then decide if they wished to use this company as a vehicle to set up their own management company.

4. The residents of No 17 and 18 Edenbrook Manor would clarify if they required works to be carried out to the boundary wall to the rear of those houses, in compliance with Condition No 20 of the planning permission Reg ref. S96A/0159

5. The developer is to provide clarification to the residents regarding his intended plans for the space, in his ownership between Edenbrook Manor and Ballyboden Road.

When the above matters have been clarified, further contacts will be established between the developers and the residents with a view to progressing this matter further.” 

Following contributions from Councillors A. White, M. Ardagh and C. Keane, Mr. T. O’Grady, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised and it was AGREED to present a further report on this matter in three months time.
TR/683/06 PLANNING APPLICATION – REMOVAL OF ANCIENT TREES

It was proposed by Councillor M. Ardagh, seconded by Councillor T. McDermott
“That the Manager report on Planning Application No. SD06A/0525 in relation to the removal of ancient trees and protected boundary walls and to state what safeguards have been put in place to preserve the integrity of the site.”
The following report by the Manager was READ:
REPORT:

An application for permission for the following proposed development was received on 23rd June 2006;

 (1) Construction of 5 own-door apartments in a building of three storey's (max height 8.7m from St. Patrick's Cottages street level and 11.6m from Whitechurch Road street level) over garden-level car park; new vehicular access from Whitechurch Road to 7 car spaces, 12 bicycle spaces, storage spaces and bin storage; new vehicular access off St. Patrick's Cottages to two car spaces; pedestrian access from both roads to own door entrances at St. Patrick's Cottages level to living accommodation of five three-bedroom triplex apartments each with balconies at first and second floor level to Whitechurch Road and balconies at second floor level to St. Patrick's Cottages from which external stairs access roof gardens which are screened and landscaped; 

(2) Conservation works to the Protected Structure including demolition of existing porch and rear extension, re-rendering of external facade in lime-render, repairs and replacement with re-made originals of existing windows, installation of bathrooms at second floor level; rearrangement of lightweight partitions of second floor level; repairs to internal plasterwork; 

(3) Removal of some trees including protected trees and replanting.

The application was made by The Millhouse Partnership for the above development at The Millhouse, Whitechurch Road, Rathfarnham, Dublin 14. 

On 15th August 2006 the Planning Authority requested further information in respect of this application. 

There is a Development Plan objective to protect trees and woodland on the site and the application was referred to the Councils Parks Department. The request for additional information was based in part on recommendations contained in the Parks Departments report. The applicant is in particular required to do the following;

· Indicate how they propose to relocate the existing culvert in order enable the retention of existing trees at the roadside margin;

· Provide a clearway to enable the inspection of a mature copper beech tree by officials of the Parks Department or provide photographic evidence of the condition of the tree. The applicant has also been advised that if the tree is deemed to be worthy of protection that the proposed development may be unacceptable;

In relation to the matter of the protected boundary walls, the request for additional information was also based in part on issues raised in the report of the Councils Conservation Officer. The applicant is required to submit a Road Safety Audit for the access point to the proposed development in order to enable the Planning Authority to ensure the protection of the protected structure and the trees on the site.

The applicant or his agent must submit this information before six months have elapsed from the date of the request for further information, which, in this case, was made on August 15th 2006. Failure to respond to the items raised within this timeframe will result in the Council having to make a decision that the application is withdrawn after that date, in accordance with Article 33(4) of the Planning and Development Regulations, 2001.
Following a contribution from Councillor M. Ardagh, Ms. L. McGauran, Senior Executive Planner, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
TR/684/06       BALLYBODEN VILLAGE AREA PLAN

The following report by the Manager was READ:
REPORT: 

“Section 2.7 of the Ballyboden Village Plan July 2006 states the following in relation to monitoring - “A monitoring report shall be prepared two years following the adoption of the plan”. 

 The Planning Department will prepare and circulate to Members this monitoring report within two years of the date of adoption of the Ballyboden Village Plan.  However, the Plan does not include prescriptions as to how this report shall be prepared. 

 The Planning Acts do not prescribe monitoring reports for statutory Local Area Plans.  The Ballyboden Village Plan is not a statutory Local Area Plan; it is a guidance document for the development of a largely built up area and is set within the framework of the County Development Plan 2004-2010. 

 Any development on the Village Plan lands in Ballyboden would be largely classified as “infill”.  Proposed developments can be adequately addressed in the context of the planning application process, compliance with conditions following a grant of planning permission and/or enforcement procedures.  This would not justify a specific monitoring process as outlined in the Motion.  A progress monitoring report on the Village Plan will however be prepared, as stated, after two years. 

 The Planning Department has a very heavy and detailed programme of work to be undertaken over the next number of years – this programme is largely set down in the County Development Plan.  It is not possible to redirect resources from the agreed current and planned projects required by the County Development Plan.”

Following contributions from Councillors A. White, C. Keane, T. McDermott and S. Laing, Mr. M. Kenny, Senior Planner responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
